Hart County Water & Sewer Utility Authority

Called Meeting February 28, 2008

The Hart County Water & Sewer Utility Authority met February 28, 2008 at 5:30 pm in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center in a joint meeting with the Hart County Board of Commissioners.   Members Wade Carlton, Jerry Cleveland, Larry Haley, Michael Partlow and Dave Stafford were in attendance.  Legal Counsel Walter Gordon and Director Pat Goran were also present.

There was discussion among the attendees on the following topics:

· The status and schedule of the Authority’s water line master plan.
· The possibility of the Authority and/ or the Board of Commissioners having an in-house water line installation crew, and what it costs other communities to install lines using their own crews. 
· The need to get water lines throughout the County as opposed to installing the system on a “piecemeal” basis.
· The current organization for providing water to unincorporated Hart County, and whether this is the most effective means of installing, operating and maintaining lines.
· The possibility of a county-wide referendum for the purpose of borrowing money to install a “county-wide” water system or a significant portion thereof, along with when a plan would have to be completed in order for the public to be educated on what they would be voting on.
