The Hart County Board of Commissioners held a budget work session on Tuesday July 7 2011.    Commissioner Joey Dorsey was absent from the meeting.  
1.  At the request of County Attorney Walter Gordon, Commissioner Reyen made a motion to exit into Executive Session for the purpose of Real Estate and Personnel.  Commissioner Oglesby seconded the motion.  Motion Passed 4-0. 
Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to exit Executive Session Commissioner Meyers seconded the motion.  Motion Passed 4-0.

Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to authorize County Attorney Walter Gordon to purchase property in the amount of $60,000.  Commissioner Reyen seconded the motion.  Motion Passed 3-1 (Chairman Johnson opposed).

2.  County Administrator Jon Caime stated that the City of Hartwell has agreed to fund 50% of the cost of the dock at the Mega Ramp ($20,000), and that per the intergovernmental agreement the County would be required to fund 50% of the cost ($20,000) also.  He explained that this funding would be an economic development SPLOST project and the BOC gave concurrence to move forward with this expenditure from this fund.
