Chief Appraiser’s Report

Mrs. Duncan gave the Board members an assessor’s timeline for building a digest. Mr. McMullan asked Mrs. Duncan to verify that there are no previous years appeals remaining. Letters have been mailed out to property owners whose conservation use valuations will be expiring at the end of the year. Also the personal property forms will be scheduled to go out the week after Christmas.
