The Hart County Board of Assessors met Thursday, December 10, 2009 for a special called meeting at the GMASS office building. Those in attendance were Board of Assessor members: James McMullan, Chairman, Anne Thompson, Lloyd Cowart, Garner Peck & Ronda Starks. Also in attendance were Rebecca Duncan, Chief Appraiser, Missy Carter, Secretary, GMASS and members of the public.
Missy Carter took minutes for this meeting.  

Mr. McMullan, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M.
Mrs. Starks opened with prayer. 

Motion was made by Mr. Cowart to approve the agenda as presented. Motion was seconded by Mr. Peck. Motion was passed by unanimous consent.

Revaluation Update
Mr. McCormick & Mrs. Reese of GMASS discussed the developments of the rural land schedules and the process of blending parcel values, when a parcel does not fit into either rural or urban categories. Mr. McCormick and Mr. Grant have been working on the commercial improvements and land schedules. Various sales ratios were presented and are in line with the state guidelines. 

Mrs. Reese presented the developments of the large tract schedule, which is properties 25 acres and over. The majority of properties in Hart County will be open land 4 or woodland 7. There are approximately 19,111 acres of open land 4 and 19,515 acres of woodland 7. Mrs. Reese discussed that sales from 2006-2008 would be used and adjusted for timber with the help of a certified forester.  The office is required by laws to use at least the last 24 months of sales for developing the large acreage schedule. Only 2 properties out of the 25 sales used had no timber. 
Mrs. Reese is working with 49 sales between 2007 and 2008 for developing the small acreage schedule. Mrs. Reese discussed the grading of the land from “A” as the most desirable perfect shape, open and two points of access to “E” as the most undesirable property with an odd shape and most of the time not buildable. 

Mr. McCormick discussed the consideration of foreclosure sales. 

Mapping
Mrs. Duncan informed the Board that an update was received yesterday afternoon from ITOS and we are now awaiting a new mismatch list from Mr. King.

Additional Items
Mrs. Duncan discussed the quality control issue that was discovered and in the process of being corrected. 5,046 parcels were quality controlled and Mr. Ghorley of GMASS will be reviewing 2,800 properties. Mr. Ghorley will review a thumbnail picture report and advise the office staff of any changes as necessary.
Mrs. Duncan informed the Board that the 30,000 envelopes have been received while the remaining office supplies ordered on the same purchase order have not been confirmed as ordered. Mrs. Duncan has also submitted purchase order requests for GA Printers for the printing of the envelopes and TBS for process and mailing the personal property tax return forms. 

Mr. Cowart made a motion to recess the meeting. Motion was seconded by Mr. Peck. Motion passed by unanimous consent.

Meeting was reconvened at 2:14 P.M. at the County Commissioner’s Office.

Motion was made by Mr. Cowart to enter executive session at 2:14 P.M. Motion was seconded by Mr. Peck. Motion was passed by unanimous consent.

Motion was made by Mr. Cowart to adjourn executive session at 3:50 P.M. Motion was seconded by Mr. Peck. Motion was passed by unanimous consent.

There being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Cowart to adjourn meeting. Motion was seconded by Mr. Peck. Motion was passed by unanimous consent.
