The Hart County Board of Assessors met Thursday, June 24th, 2010 for a Regular meeting at the administration building. Those in attendance were Board of Assessor members: James McMullan, Chairman, Anne Thompson (not present), Lloyd Cowart, Garner Peck & Ronda Starks (not present). Those also in attendance were Rebecca Duncan, Chief Appraiser, Bruce Grant, Associate Chief Appraiser Gary Kappeler, Secretary, and the following members of the public: Mr. John Fleming, Mr. and Mrs. Royston, Mr. Billy Herring, Mr. Abrahmson, Mr. Hamilton, Mr. Nagele, Mr. Techo, Mr. Fogherty, and Mr. Williams, whom was scheduled on the agenda.

Gary Kappeler took minutes for this meeting.  

Mr. McMullan, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M.

Mr. Cowart opened with prayer. 

Motion was made by Mr. Cowart to approve agenda as presented. Motion was seconded by Mr. Peck. Motion was passed by 3-0 consent (Mrs. Starks and Mrs. Thompson were not present).

Motion was made by Mr. Peck to approve minutes for June 3rd, 2010 meeting as amended. Motion was seconded by Mr. Cowart. Motion was passed by 3-0 consent (Mrs. Starks and Mrs. Thompson were not present).

Revaluation Update

Mrs. Duncan informed the board that all of the 2010 returns have been logged in.

Mrs. Duncan informed the board that all of the 2009 deeds have been logged in with the exception of a few difficult ones.

Mrs. Duncan informed the board that Linda would be starting on the 2010 homestead applications soon and the board would be getting those shortly to review.

Mrs. Duncan updated the board on the appeals process and provided the board with a document pertaining to the procedures for reviewing the appeals.

The board discussed their concerns with the procedures and decided to make the submitted document by Mrs. Duncan a draft version, one that would be edited and revised by the board.

Public Communication

Mr. Williams, a member of the public who was scheduled on the agenda, provided the board with a letter of his frustrations with which he addressed to the board. Mr. Williams stated his dissatisfaction with the office, in regards to his request to speak with the chief appraiser. The board explained to him that the reason his request was not fulfilled was due to the fact that Mrs. Duncan is doing meetings with the property owners everyday and isn’t available at the office. Mr. Williams also stated his displeasure with the fact that his request for a special report, detailing property sold within a specific acreage range. The board explained that special reports are not being done and are not required to be done, however, the office could give him the complete sales report and he himself could determine which ones satisfied his needs.

Mr. Williams said that information would suffice. Mrs. Duncan instructed Mr. Williams to stop by the tax assessor’s office to gather his requested information.

Mr. Cowart asked Mr. Williams of his employment and he responded saying that he worked for Franklin County’s Tax Assessor’s Office.

Mrs. Duncan presented the board with the final invoice from GMASS’ contract, totaling $102,552.50.


Motion made by Mr. Cowart to accept the GMASS invoice and forward it to the county administrator. Motion seconded by Mr. Peck. Motion passed by 3-0 consent (Mrs. Starks and Mrs. Thompson were not present).

The board opened the floor for public comment.

Mr. Cowart made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting at 10:20 A.M. Motion was seconded by Mr. Peck. Motion passed by 3-0 consent (Mr. Starks and Mrs. Thompson were not present).
