The Hart County Board of Assessors met Monday, June 10, 2013 for a regularly scheduled meeting in the conference room of the Assessor’s Office. Lake Morris of the Hartwell Sun and members of the public were also in attendance. Lamar Dalton took minutes for the meeting.
  Chairman Macher called the meeting to order at 8:37 a.m. and welcomed everyone in attendance.




















            Chairman Macher informed all present the purpose of the meeting was to approve the mailing of assessment notices as discussed in the prior work session.






















 Chairman Macher asked if there were any issues to be added to the agenda. There being none, Chairman Macher requested a motion to accept the agenda. Mr. McHan so motioned Ms. Busha seconded, motion passed 5-0.














 Chairman Macher requested a motion to accept the minutes of the May 15, 2013 regular meeting. Mr. McHan so motioned, Dr. Capie seconded, motion passed 5-0.






















  Chairman Macher requested a motion to accept the minutes of the June 10, 2013 work session Ms. Busha so motioned, Mr. McHan seconded, motion passed 5-0.






















 Reports by Appraisal Staff:







 Lamar Dalton presented forty- two applications for acceptance and sixteen for denial. Chairman Macher requested a motion to accept forty- two applications for conservation. Mr. McHan so motioned, Ms. Busha seconded, motion passed 5-0. Chairman Macher requested a motion to deny 16 applications for conservation. Mr. McHan so motioned, Dr. Capie seconded, motion passed 5-0












 Chief Appraiser’s Report:








 Mr. Patrick informed the Board in addition to the schedules previously presented, the Board would also have to include cuv values in the vote to send assessment notices. The Board was informed these values were set by the state so the staff and Board had no input.

 Old Business:









 Budget










 Chairman Macher informed the Board he had attended the previous BOC meeting where the county budget had been discussed. Chairman Macher stated the county was estimating a nine million dollar revenue and had eleven million dollars requested by the individual departments. All indications are the BOC would cut costs back to the nine million dollar mark. Chairman Macher was told by the BOC there would be budget work sessions between now and August to finalize the budget and facilitate the setting of a mill rate for 2013. Mr. McHan questioned what millage rate was being used to calculate the nine million dollars. Chairman Macher answered it was the previous years. Chairman Macher opinioned there was not much the BOA could do at this time other than have as much attendance as possible at whatever work sessions the BOC requested.





















 New Business:









 Chairman Macher requested Mr. Patrick refresh the Board’s memory regarding presentations made for the different schedules during the previous work session and what the BOA was expected to vote on today. Mr. McHan questioned how soon the BOC would have the digest information to set the 2013 millage rate. Both Chairman Macher and Mr. Patrick countered with mid- August, as soon as the appeal period was over.  Dr. Capie explained how minute the change was on the previous digest from beginning to after the forty- five days of appeal. There being no further discussion on the matter, Chairman Macher requested a motion to approve the mailing of assessment notices based on the schedules presented to the Board and cuv set by the state. Dr. Capie so motioned, Mr. McHan seconded, motion passed 5-0.
















 Public Comment: Mr. Fogerty questioned how close to final billing for 2010 and 2011 the county was. Chairman Macher explained the BOC had to re-advertise for 2010 but the BOE had set a 2011 and were advertising now. Mr. Dennis asked Mr. Morris of the Hartwell Sun if the paper could poll reader’s opinions on a sales tax audit. Mr. Morris countered he was a reporter and did not set policy; the Board would have to talk to the editor of the paper.














 There being no further business, Chairman Macher requested a motion to adjourn. Mr. McHan so motioned, Dr. Capie seconded, motion passed 5-0. The meeting was adjourned at 9:00
 a.m.
