The Hart County Board of Assessors met Tuesday, February 11th, 2014 for a regular scheduled meeting at the Hart County Appraisal Department. Those in attendance were Board of Assessor members: Bill Capie, Chairman, Jerry McHan, Bobbie Busha, Larry Bramblett, and Ray Dillon, Wayne Patrick, Chief Appraiser, Shane Hix, Assisstant Chief Appraiser, Missy Dove, Lamar Dalton, and Nikki Marcengill were present for the office staff. Attorney Walter Gordon came in later in the meeting to facilitate Executive Session. 

Nikki Marcengill took minutes for the meeting.

Mr. Capie called the meeting to order at 9:01 a.m.
Motion was made my Mr. McHan to approve the agenda, as amended to include an executive session, seconded by Ms. Busha. Motion was passed 5-0.

Mr. Capie requested a motion to accept the minutes of the January 21st, 2014 meeting.  Motion was made by Ms. Busha, seconded by Mr.McHan, approval passed 5-0.

Chief Appraiser, Wayne Patrick, presented a power point presentation to bring the newer board members up to date on what a complete re-evaluation is and how it will be completed. 

Motion was made to accept the Personal Property Audit Selection Criteria Policy by Mr. McHan, seconded by Mr. Dillon, motion passed 5-0.

Motion was made to close public meeting and enter executive session at 10:31 a.m. by Mr. Dillon. Motion was seconded by Mrs. Busha, motion passed 5-0.

Mr. Patrick will work with Mr. McHan and Mr. Dillon to develop procedures for activity reports.
There being no public comment or any further business, Mr. Capie requested a motion to adjourn.  Mr. McHan made a motion, Mr. Bramblett seconded, motion was passed 5-0, and the meeting was adjourned at 11:45 a.m.
