The Hart County Board of Assessors met Tuesday, March 18th, 2014 for a regular scheduled meeting at the Hart County Appraisal Department. Those in attendance were Board of Assessor members: Bill Capie, Chairman, Jerry McHan, and Ray Dillon. Wayne Patrick, Chief Appraiser, Shane Hix, Assistant Chief Appraiser, Missy Dove, Lamar Dalton, and Nikki Marcengill were present for the office staff. 
Nikki Marcengill took minutes for the meeting.

Opening Prayer by Capie.

Mr. Capie called the meeting to order at 9:04 a.m.
Mr. Capie apologized for having caused and/or contributed to confusion about meeting date.
Motion was made by Mr. McHan to approve the agenda, seconded by Mr. Dillon. Motion was passed 3-0.

Mr. Capie requested a motion to accept the minutes of the February 11th, 2014 meeting.  Motion was made by Mr. Dillon, seconded by Mr. McHan, approval passed 3-0.

Assistant Chief Appraiser, Shane Hix, presented five automobile appeals to the Board for consideration.  Mr. Hix suggested a retail value on each vehicle and presented information to the Board on how he arrived at such values.

Missy Dove presented eighteen Conservation Use Applications for approval.  Mr. Dillon made the motion to approve those applications as presented, McHan seconded, motion passed 3-0.
Ms. Dove also presented two breaches with penalties. Ms. Dove gave the Board background on the investigation on each parcel. Mr. Dillon made the motion to approve the breaches with penalty. Mr. McHan seconded, motion passed 3-0.

Chief Appraiser, Wayne Patrick, requested the board extend policy regarding homestead exemption in the procedure manual.  He presented attached proposal for approval.  Motion was made by Mr. Dillon, seconded by Mr. McHan, motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Lamar Dalton presented an issue for Mr. Paul Martin, regarding homestead exemption on rent to own parcels. Lamar requested delaying the matter until further research was done with the DOR.  Decision was deferred until further information is available.
In the new business portion of the meeting the board received a request for GIS information and the possible adoption of a policy. Discussion was delayed until the April meeting.
There being no public comment or any further business, Mr. Capie requested a motion to adjourn.  Mr. Dillon made a motion, Mr. McHan seconded, motion was passed 3-0, and the meeting was adjourned at 10:18a.m.
