The Hart County Board of Assessors met Tuesday, June 17th, 2014 for a regularly scheduled meeting at the Hart County Appraisal Department. Those in attendance were Board of Assessor members: Bill Capie, Chairman, Jerry McHan, Bobbie Busha, Larry Bramblett, and Ray Dillon, Wayne Patrick, Chief Appraiser, Shane Hix, Assistant Chief Appraiser, Lamar Dalton, Missy Dove, and Nikki Marcengill were present for the office staff. 
Nikki Marcengill took minutes for the meeting.

Mr. Capie called the meeting to order at 8:58 a.m.
Mr. McHan opened the meeting with prayer.
Motion was made by Mr. Dillon to approve the agenda. Ms. Busha seconded, and the motion passed 5-0.

Mr. Capie requested a motion to accept the minutes of the May 19th, 2014 meeting.  Motion was made by Mr. Dillon. Mr. McHan seconded, and approval passed 5-0.

Missy Dove presented seventy-eight Conservation Use Applications for approval.  Ms. Busha made the motion to approve those applications as presented. Mr. McHan seconded, and the motion passed 5-0.

Missy Dove presented a breach without penalty on parcel C59A 012. Ms. Dove gave the Board background on the investigation. Mr. McHan made the motion to approve the breach without penalty. Mr. Dillon seconded, and the motion passed 5-0.

Lamar presented a letter for the purpose of delinquent mobile home taxes.  He explained to the Board the purpose of the letter was to get all mobile home delinquent bills current or the owner will be issued a citation for court after thirty days of no response. Mr. Dillon made the motion to approve the letter as presented. Mr. McHan seconded, and the motion passed 5-0.
Mr. Patrick updated the board on the progress of the city parcel review for the 2014 digest, stating that the staff is about 75% complete and expected to be completed by the end of June. He states this will complete the first phase of the review, allowing assessment notices to be mailed out in early July.
Chief Appraiser, Wayne Patrick, reported that all Personal Property returns have been processed.
In the old business portion an automobile appeal procedure policy was presented.  Mr. McHan made the motion to approve the policy presented. Mr. Dillon seconded, and the motion passed 5-0. 
In the new business portion the 2014 meeting schedule was discussed. A work session will be held on July 1st at 9:00 a.m. to review all schedules.  A called meeting was planned for July 8th at 9:00 a.m. to approve those schedules.
There being no public comment or any further business, Mr. Capie requested a motion to adjourn.  Mr. Dillon made a motion. Mr. McHan seconded, and the motion was passed 5-0.
