The Hart County Board of Assessors met Tuesday, August 26th, 2014 for a regularly scheduled meeting at the Hart County Appraisal Department. Those in attendance were Board of Assessor members: Bill Capie, Chairman, Jerry McHan, Bobbie Busha, and Larry Bramblett.  Wayne Patrick, Chief Appraiser, Shane Hix, Missy Dove, and Nikki Marcengill were present for the office staff.  
Nikki Marcengill took minutes for the meeting.

Mr. Capie called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
Mr. McHan opened the meeting with prayer.
Motion was made by Mr. McHan to approve the agenda.  Ms. Busha seconded, and the motion passed 4-0.

Mr. Capie requested a motion to accept the minutes of the July 8th, 2014 meeting.  Motion was made by Mr. McHan.  Mr. Bramblett seconded, and approval passed 4-0.

Shane Hix presented four automobile appeals to the Board for consideration.  Mr. Hix suggested a retail value and presented information to the Board on how he arrived at each value.  Motion was made by Ms. Busha. Mr. McHan seconded, and approval passed 4-0. 

Missy Dove presented thirty-two Conservation Use Applications for approval.  Mr. Bramblett made the motion to approve those applications as presented.  Ms. Busha seconded, and the motion passed 4-0.

Missy Dove presented a 2014 Conservation Use release application for parcel C92 001.  Ms. Dove gave the Board background on the investigation. Mr. McHan made the motion to approve the release of Conservation Use application presented.  Ms. Busha seconded, and the motion passed 4-0.

Chief Appraiser, Wayne Patrick, presented a Tax Release application to remove a homestead exemption for a tax payer which would allow the tax payer to pay the previous years difference from the homestead being applied.  Mr. Patrick explained to the board there was no error made by the assessor’s office, but that the tax payer had requested that the homestead exemption be removed per the tax payer’s request.  Motion was made to forward the form with “no staff error” checked by Mr. Bramblett.  Mr. McHan seconded, and the motion passed 4-0.
An amendment to add the comment “no staff error” was proposed by Ms. Busha.  Mr. Bramblett seconded, and the motion passed 4-0.

The amended motion passed 4-0. 
Mr. Patrick presented to the Board the status of the appeal process with one hundred forty-two active appeals that needed approval to be forwarded to the BOE.  Motion was made by Ms. Busha.  Seconded by Mr. Bramblett, and the motion passed 4-0
Mr. Patrick updated the Board on the status of the reevaluation process for the county.  Mr. Patrick stated that the plan was to start working on Phase II, which consists of the lake properties, on August 28th, 2014.  Mr. Patrick plans to have Lamar already out field visiting these parcels while map development is in progress.  He stated he will have multiple teams riding properties by October 1st, and field work and data entry on Lake Properties will be completed by January 1st, 2015.
There being no old or new business, a motion was made to close public meeting and enter executive session at 10:25 a.m. by Mr. McHan.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Busha, and the motion passed 4-0.
Mr. McHan had to exit the executive session at 11:00 a.m. 

A motion was made to reopen the public session at 11:10 a.m. by Mr. Bramblett.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Busha, and the motion passed 3-0.
There being no public comment or any further business, Mr. Capie requested a motion to adjourn.  Mr. Bramblett made a motion. Ms. Busha seconded, and the motion was passed 3-0.
The meeting was adjourned at 11:12 a.m.
