Called Meeting Minutes 
December 21, 2010
 1:30 p.m.
The Hart County Board of Commissioners met at 1:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners Ken Brown, Dan Reyen, RC Oglesby, and Brandon Johnson in attendance.  County Attorney Walter Gordon and County Administrator Jon Caime were present.  Members of the media (Hartwell Sun and WLHR) were also present.
Chairman Dorsey commented that he and Commissioner Reyen went to the Tax Commissioners office on 12/17/10 and confirmed that 3,000 prebill mobile homes that were removed from the Real Digest this past year by the BOA and placed on the Prebill digest were not corrected on the recent temporary bill digest prepared by the BOA.  As a result of this 3,000 tax payers will get rebilled in error and may end up paying the taxes twice.
Chairman Dorsey commented that he and Commissioner Reyen then went to the BOA offices on 12/17/10 to check on the status of the revaluation.  He stated that there appeared to be confusion on what and where the case files were located. He reported that Chief Appraiser Rebecca Duncan could only produce about 180 cases ready to go to the BOEq contrary to her report to the BOC on 12/14/10.  
Commissioner Reyen confirmed that he only observed one box of about 125 files and another with about 25 files contrary to the report by the Chief Appraiser to the BOC on 12/14/1010 and stated that Ms Duncan has mislead the BOC on where the status of the revaluation.  He also stated that the Tax Commissioner has had to recreate the data sent by the BOA every time.  He stated that the Tax Commissioner would not have to waste this time if the BOA would present the data to the Tax Commissioners Office digitally.  The Tax Commissioners office has asked the BOA to perform this task but the BOA has refused to.
Commissioner Johnson commented that there is a long list of problems with the BOA office.

Commissioner Reyen made a motion to authorize Commissioner Elect Bill Meyers to come into the executive session.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Johnson and passed 5-0,
Chairman Dorsey made a motion to enter into executive session for the purpose of discussing potential litigation.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 5-0.

Commissioner Reyen made a motion to exit executive session and reenter the called meeting.  Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 5-0.

In the regular called meeting Chairman Dorsey made a motion: In light of the continuing delays in the preparation of the 2009 Tax Digest for Hart County, the apparent discrepancy between report of the Chief Appraiser on December 14, 2010 and the observations made (by Chairman Dorsey and Commissioner Reyen) in the Assessors Office on December 17, 2010, and the pressing need to comply with the deadlines imposed by the DOR Consent Order, the Hart County Board of Commissioners calls for the immediate resignation of the current Chairman of the Board of Assessors, Jim McMullan, and the Chief Appraiser Rebecca Duncan.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Reyen and passed 5-0.
Commissioner Oglesby then made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 5-0.
