HART COUNTY BOARD OF FAMILY AND CHILDREN SERVICES

The regular monthly meeting of the DFCS Board was held Wednesday, April 27, 2011 at 4:00 p.m. in the DFCS Board room.

Attending were Alice Worthan, Charles Oliver, Earnestine White, Shelvy Myers, John Williamson and County Director Mark Akridge.  
The minutes of the last meeting were approved as presented.        
The Office of Family Independence and Social Services reports were discussed.      

The County funds expenditures report was shared with the Board.  The agency was notified by the County that requests for the next fiscal year must be submitted by May 1, 2011.  A request for $41,879.00 was submitted to the County for next fiscal year.    

Director’s report:

· Two Franklin County Child Protective Services workers will transfer to Adult Protective Services effective May 1, 2011.  Hart County will assist in covering the vacant loads.  
· Due to numerous vacancies in Hart/Franklin, Hart County DFCS will no longer make food referrals or church referrals for assistance with utilities.  Ninth District Opportunity already offers these services in the community.   Clients needing assistance will be referred to Ninth District.  This will allow the intake worker to focus on Child Protective Services as she is completing work for both Hart and Franklin.        
· Another Child Safety Symposium is scheduled for April 28, 2011 in Macon.  The topic for this meeting is "Supporting Special Needs Children and Their Families".  The Director will attend along with one worker who will represent both Hart/Franklin.  
· Director shared e-mail from Commissioner Reese concerning FY2012 furloughs.  According to the e-mail, DFCS funded employees will only have 6 furlough days next fiscal year.  

· State Employee Recognition Week will be held May 2 – 6, 2011.
