The Hart County Board of Commissioners met November 11th, 2208 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.
Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Joey Dorsey and Gary Mize in attendance.  Commissioner Ken Brown was absent.

1. Prayer
Rev. Steve Williams from Hartwell First Baptist Church offered prayer.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Call to Order

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order.

4. Welcome

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda

Commissioner Reyen moved to add as item 13d) Nolan Carter-Animal Shelter Building.  Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the agenda as amended.  Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.
6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

· 10/28/08 Regular Meeting

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the minutes of the October 14th, 2008 meeting as amended.  Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities

· Lawanda Curry Rec Dept-Opening of the third of four closed fields & status of Park

Recreation Park Director Lawanda Curry reported septic system repairs at the Elberton Hwy complex are ongoing with the contractor.  She also explained that the Recreation Department intends to follow through with a Rec Advisory Board recommended to replace the retaining walls at the Clay Street complex during the off-season. 

Following a walk through with the Rec Advisory Board and Little League, it was determined the third of four closed fields is now ready to be opened.   Rec Director Curry requested BOC’s approval to open the field.  Commissioner Reyen asked if all the safety issues had been addressed and if everyone was happy with the field. Commissioner Dorsey noted that netting will have to be added before the baseball season begins next year. Commissioner Reyen provided moved to approve the opening of field Four or the third of four closed fields.  Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.
14a) Rec Advisory Board Recommended Change of Ball field use at New Park

County Administrator Jon Caime explained that the first development of this park began with mass dirt moving in 2002 at which time this ballfield was designed by the recreation advisory board as a multiuse 300 foot field.  In 2006 the County began final work on this field installing fencing, lighting, sod and irrigation and by then the recreation advisory board had changed the field to a 200 foot field.  During this work the recreation advisory board changed their opinions a third time and recommended that this field be enlarged to a multiuse field. Change orders were approved by the BOC to make this change.  During the final stage of making this field a multiuse field (removal of infield sod placed during the 200 foot field change) the Recreation Advisory board recommended a fourth change back to a 200 foot field.  
Commissioner Reyen questioned if the additional cost of $65,000 to change to a multipurpose field had been spent. CA Caime reported the additional $65,000 had already been spent in 2006. Commissioner Reyen moved to not approve the Rec Advisory Board request to again change the field.  Commissioner Reyen asked how many multipurpose fields the Recreation Department has.  Rec Director Curry reported four of eight fields are multipurpose. Commissioner Dorsey asked if the Little League could still be played on this field.   Rec Director Curry stated there are possibilities to allow use of the field for baseball as well, with the upcoming season use just for T-ball; the Little League preferred not to used this field but they can if need be.  Commissioner Dorsey questioned the safety of the different heights of dirt versus sod.  Jeff Wiley stated the heights will be kept uniform.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.
8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported finalization of a loan through the Revolving Loan Fund.  The borrower is Fabritex and the equipment to be purchased will help to create fifteen new jobs in the county.
Attorney Gordon reported the Water & Sewer Utility Authority had awarded the Old Highway 29 waterline project to the lower bidder Arrow Wood General Contractor at a little more than $700,000.00.  Notice to proceed will be going out soon.  Attorney Gordon advised if anyone along the Old Highway 29 line wished to be added as a user now is the time to contact the W&SUA.  Chairman Oglesby requested the W&SUA erect signage showing this project being funded by SPLOST.  Commissioner Reyen asked if the W&SUA have move up their next project for used of excess funds not needed on the Old Highway 29 project.  Attorney Gordon stated previous plans are being reviewed.

9. County Administrator’s Report

CA Caime had nothing to report.

10. Chairman’s Report

Chairman Oglesby had nothing to report.

11. Commissioners’ Reports

Commissioner Reyen noted Veteran’s Day thanking all those who have served and to remember all those now serving in prayer.

Commissioner Dorsey echoed Commissioner Reyen’s remarks.  Commissioner Dorsey stated that the Senior Center is supposed to be providing detailed logs on usage.  Commissioner Dorsey also noted that with the economic situation there is wisdom in delaying any General Fund capital purchases, with the exception of the Sheriff’s Administrative building. Commissioner Dorsey also noted with the decline of gasoline prices our sales tax revenues will also decrease.  Commissioner Dorsey moved to place a freeze on all General Fund capital purchases excluding the Sheriff’s Administrative building.  The motion died from lack of a second.
Commissioner Dorsey asked for clarification on the length of CR 127 Taylor-Smith Road by Attorney Gordon.

Commissioner Dorsey thanked the voters in District 5 for re-electing him for an additional four years and that he looked forward to serving.

Commissioner Reyen moved to accept the local bid from Jack Holmes Construction, Inc. at $30,044.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

     d) Nolan Carter-Animal Shelter Building
Nolan Carter presented a plan for a long-term lease on a building to be used as an animal shelter.  No Action was taken
14. New Business

a) Rec Advisory Board Recommended Change of Ball field use at New Park

Addressed under remarks by invited guests, committees, authorities item.

b) Bid Opening Sheriff Office Masonry

CA Caime explained that one bidder had submitted their bid early.  The County had tried repeatedly to contact this bidder to notify them that an addendum had been issued that they would be required to review and acknowledge but the bidder never called back.  He noted another bidder who bid early did receive the addendum and attached acknowledgement to their bid.  After conferring with County Attorney Walter Gordon Commissioner Reyen  made a motion to throw out the one bidder who did not acknowledge addendum #1.  Commissioner Mize made a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.

Commissioner Reyen questioned why the taxpayer is being asked to foot the bill and suggested the BOC have a personal fund to cover this.  The motion died from lack of a second.

Chairman Oglesby moved to approve the transfer of the license from Eddie McCurley to James R. McCurley. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
