
Hart County Board of Commissioners

February 11, 2008

5:30 p.m.

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 11, 2008 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center in a joint meeting with the Hart County Water and Sewer Utility Authority (HCWSUA). 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

Chairman Oglesby made a motion to amend the agenda to include an executive session- real estate.  Commissioner Reyen seconded the motion and motion carried 5-0.
Wade Carlton (HCWSUA Board member) explained to the BOC that the HCWSUA has hired a consultant to make a long range plan for the installation of water lines in Hart County and that they expect the plan to be complete by May.  This plan will include what size major water lines will be required in the county as well as tank locations.

Commissioner Dorsey suggested that Hart County should be installing our own 6 and 8 inch water lines similar to how Franklin County does.  He mentioned that we could look at leasing equipment in order to decrease the upfront capital costs.

Commissioner Dorsey also pointed out that if we continue to install water lines in Hart County as we have in the past we will only place water lines in specific areas and the rest of the Count will never get water lines.  He pointed out that no HCWSUA lines have been installed in District 5.
Commissioner Brown spoke to the need to install water lines on Rocky Ford and the many customers that could be gained by this project. 
Commissioner Reyen commented that the provision of water lines in the County is not about making money but is about providing a governmental service to the people.  He pointed to five key points:
1. The need for a long range plan to guide us

2. The need to evaluate the cost of implementing this long range plan

3. How we are going to implement this plan.  There are three entities involved, first is the HCWSUA who currently has no assets other than their cash reserves to implement this plan, two the City (ies) who have no vested interest in putting water lines in the county but have treatment plant(s), and third the BOC who is taking all the heat from citizens about the lack of water line construction but does not have any means to make the plan move forward.  He stated that we need to look at these three entities and see if we can get service to the people.

4. What is the role of Fire Chief in the planning for water lines in the county?

5. Hart County has tier 1 status, poverty zones due to high unemployment and pockets of poverty and we should be getting all the grant money such as CBDG that is available for us.

At 6:05 Commissioner Mize left the meeting.

After further discussion, Chairman Oglesby set up for a follow up meeting with the HCWSUA for Thursday February 28, 2008 at 5:30 to discuss this further.

Commissioner Reyen then made a motion to enter into executive session to discuss real estate, motion seconded by Commissioner Brown, passed 4-0.  

Commissioner Brown made a motion to exit executive session and re-enter the called meeting, motion seconded by Commissioner Reyen, passed 4-0.  

With no further business, Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 
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
