
Hart County Board of Commissioners

April 10th, 2007

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met April 10th, 2007 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Commissioner Dorsey. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Item #7 Harmony House - use of courthouse grounds

Move Item 14e to Item #7

Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the minutes of the meetings held on March 27th, 2007. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· Harmony House - Use of Courthouse grounds 

Ryan representing Harmony House requested use of the courthouse grounds for a fund raiser event April 27th, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. The proceeds will be used for Harmony House. 
Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to grant the group to use the courthouse grounds April 27th, 2007. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen noted that according to Criminal Justice Coordinating Council the county commissioners have the opportunity to allot funds for certified agencies. 

County Attorney Walter Gordon noted CJCC requires a 501C3 entity to meet at least 10 out of 33 criteria in order to qualify for certification and funding through their agency. Use of the Victim Assistance funds will be coordinated with the District Attorney. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to table Harmony House-Victims Assistance Funds. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Gordon did not have anything to report. 

9. County Administrator's Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime reported that the DOT has approved Beacon Light Road and a portion of Hickory Crossing for LARP assistance. 

Chairman Oglesby questioned the status of Cedar Pond Bridge. Administrator Caime responded that he has the information from the engineers and he will be presenting a report to the BOC so that they can determine which bid specs they want for this project. 

10. Chairman's Report 

Chairman Oglesby did not have anything to report. 

11. Commissioners' Reports 

Commissioner Reyen reported that the ACCG is encouraging local governments to contact their Representatives and Senator and impress upon them the need to approve the increase for county jail per diem to $30 per day per inmate. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to draft a letter to Representative Alan Powell and Senator Nancy Schaeffer to support the appropriation. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Brown reported that he has received numerous complaints about littering issues along Beacon Light Road that appears to be from Our Community Forum. Administrator Caime was instructed to investigate the issue. 

Commissioner Dorsey reported that individuals can dispose of no more than 10 scrap tires at the Transfer Station during a scrap tire amnesty day. 

Administrator Caime noted that the scrap tire amnesty day will be a two week drive scheduled from mid to the later part of May. The county should quality for EPD funding to assist in disposal of the tires. 
12. Consent Agenda

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the subdivision request. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

13. Old Business

14. New Business 

a) Potential Action - BOA Mapping Plan (item was removed from the agenda) 

b) Airline Store B&W Application 

Chairman Oglesby questioned the distance requirement from a school.

Commissioner Reyen noted that the ordinance clearly defines a school and the existing problem is not knowing what the Board of Education's plans are for the school facility. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to table the issue until the applicant can get a letter of intent from the Board of Education on the use of the vacated Airline School.

Applicant Michael Jordan noted that he is willing to go to the Board of Education and request a letter stating their intentions on the use of the school. 
Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to grant Airline Store B&W license. The motion failed from a lack of a second. 

Chairman Oglesby called for the vote to table the B&W application. The motion carried 3-2 (Commissioners Dorsey and Brown opposed). 

c) Linne' Tax Refund 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to table the Linne' and Harris tax refunds. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. 

Mr. Linne' questioned why the tax refund is being delayed. 

Attorney Gordon explained that has requested additional information from Chief Appraiser Duncan and can not offer any recommendation until he has the complete facts. 

Commissioner Reyen noted that a number of tax refunds have made their way to the BOC for action without review by the County Attorney. He noted that the BOA, Tax Commissioner and Chief Appraiser approved the tax refund. 

Administrator Caime responded that the BOA took action based on legal opinions of Mr. Ralph Beaird. He voiced his concerns for a potential conflict of interest since Mr. Beaird is a registered agent for the Property Owners Association and Mr. Linne reports himself as president of the POA and has requested the County Attorney to render an opinion on the potential conflict of interest. Further Mr. Caime stated the fact that Walter Gordon is the attorney for the BOA and legal opinion on this matter should be from the BOA attorney.  
Commissioner Reyen questioned when Mr. Linne' filed a refund request. Attorney Gordon responded in June 2006. Attorney Gordon also noted that it appears that Linne' was granted a dual homestead exemption for two to three years. 

Chairman Oglesby called for the vote to table the issues. The motion carried 5-0.
