The Hart County Board of Commissioners met August 28, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Rev. Brad Goss offered prayer. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order.

Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the minutes as amended. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that Cedar Pond property owner Robert Mayer is willing to sign the additional right-of-way.

Attorney Gordon noted that the Grand Jury presentments commended and supports the efforts of Administrator Jon Caime for a job well done. 

9. County Administrator's Report 

Administrator Caime thanked Attorney Gordon and the BOC for their support. 

He reported that the NACO prescription drug program will be distributed and available for county residents at local pharmacies by September 4. 
He reminded the BOC of the joint meeting with the City of Hartwell officials on August 30 at 5:00 p.m.; budget work session September 6 at 5:30 p.m. and hearing for William Fogerty September 7 at 1:30 p.m.

10. Chairman's Report 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to request a turning lane on highway 29S at Zion CME Church Road. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

11. Commissioners' Reports 

Commissioner District 2

Commissioner Reyen announced that the county transit van will be available to transport individuals to Athens and Augusta once a month for physician appointments. 
Commissioner Reyen noted that a sealed envelope was delivered to him this date and he preceded to open it. He distributed copies of the contents to the BOC, Administrator Caime, The Hartwell Sun and the Community Forum. Afterward he read the contents of the letter of resignation of BOA member Roy Segars. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to accept Mr. Segars resignation effective August 28, 2007 and thanked him for his service to the county. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to advertise for the position. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Dorsey noted that the Grand Jury, DOR Peer Review Committee and the DOR Special Investigation Committee recommended that the number of BOA members be reduced from 5 to 3 members. 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to table the issue and called for a work session to discuss the issue of reducing the number of BOA members before two of the terms end December 31, 2007. Commissioner Brown provided a second. The motion carried 3-2 (Commissioners Reyen and Mize opposed).

13. Old Business

a) Cedar Pond Creek Crossing - Reasonable Alternative Design

Public Works Director Jon Caime explained that the road bead will be raised four feet and the whole area will be regarded.

b) Bid Award - Recreation Clay Street Fencing Project 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to award the bid to AT&T Fencing at $52,145. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Dorsey voiced his concern about the tendency of the fence rolling up at ground level. After discussing the issue it was determined that if it is necessary to install pipe on the bottom of the fencing that a change order can be issued.

Librarian Sanders responded that he was not responsible or involved in writing the letter. 
c) Hospital Board Appointment Recommendations 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to advertise for the board appointments. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
d) DOT Transit Annual Grant Renewal  

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the grant for the period of July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

15. Public Comment

Cherry Reeve representing the NE Georgia Animal Shelter clarified a statement that was made concerning the shelter not being able to accommodate for the puppy rescue last week. 

16. Executive Session - Pending Litigation 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to exit into Executive Session to discuss pending litigation as allowed by O.C.G.A. 50-14-4(b). Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. The resolution is recorded in the minutes book. 

With no further action taken during Executive Session, Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to exit and reconvene the regular meeting. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to authorize payment of attorney fees for William Fogerty. The motion failed 4-1 (Commissioner Reyen opposed). 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to not authorize attorney fees for Mr. Fogerty. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
