The Hart County Board of Commissioners met July 13, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Brandon Johnson and Ken Brown in attendance. 

1. Prayer   

Prayer was offered by the Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda

a)  HCWSUA Request for SPLOST Funding for Airline Connector Tank Design  

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the request for SPLOST funding in the amount of $137,100. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Reyen moved to put the equipment item out for bid. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
d) Rec. Dept. Request for Fencing Work  

Commissioner Johnson moved to put the fencing work out for bid. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

e) Rec. Dept. Request to put out for bid-Cheerleading, football uniforms & photography  

Commissioner Reyen moved to put out for bid the cheerleading & football uniforms and photography. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

f) First Reading Minor Revision to Ord 82-61 Speed Limits
Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the first reading of the minor revision to Ord 82-61 Speed Limits. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
15. Public Comment 
Dave Sanders of Brittany Harbor subdivision, Sandra Fulghum of Cross Creek Trail, Carol Clyde of Knox Bridge Circle, Jeff Burney of Bowersville, Bruce Phillips of Tugaloo Bay and Dawn Norris of Beverly Street Lavonia  voiced their concerns on behalf of the Fibrowatt facility.
Commissioner Reyen reported that FIbrowatt officials will have to go through the permitting process with the EPD and EPA. 

Chairman Dorsey clarified that there is not a power purchase agreement in place nor has a site selection been made in reference to Fibrowatt.  At this time the BOC members are doing their due diligence in regards to researching all aspects of Fibrowatt. 

Commissioner Johnson reiterated that the BOC will continue with their due diligence in regards to the impact on local farmers.
Commissioner Reyen reported that three of the BOC members visited the Fibrowatt facility in Minnesota; there is no report of environmental problems or health issues due to the Fibrowatt facility and that property values have not declined in the area. He said there is a lot of information to learn about the plant. The public concerns that have been brought up are valid and can be discussed during pubic hearings as required by the EPD/EPA for their permitting system. 

16. Executive Session – Litigation 

Chairman Dorsey moved to exit into Executive Session to discuss litigation matters. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

With no further action taken during Executive Session, Commissioner Reyen moved to exit. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. (Commissioner Oglesby was absent during Executive Session). 

17. Adjournment  

Commissioner Reyen moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
