Joint City/County Special Meeting-SPLOST IV

Hart County Literacy Center

July 15, 2010

6:00 p.m.

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met with officials of the Cities of Bowersville, Canon, Hartwell and Royston at the Hart County Literacy Center July 15, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. to discuss SPLOST IV. Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Brandon Johnson and Ken Brown in attendance. Commissioner R C Oglesby was absent. 
Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance and stated the purpose of the meeting was to discuss SPLOST IV. He stated that the distribution of the SPLOST funds are to be based on the 2000 census numbers.

County Attorney Walter Gordon requested that he will need a list of capital projects for SPLOST funding submitted to him by next week in order to complete the intergovernmental agreement, compose the ballot wording. 
Chairman Dorsey asked if there were any objections to the distribution of the funds. 

City of Bowersville attorney requested utilizing DCA’s most recent estimated census to determine the distribution amounts. Attorney Gordon requested Attorney Dickerson provide those figures to him so he could get them out to the other municipalities to review. 
Officials from the Cities of Canon, Hartwell and Royston were satisfied to use the 2000 census. 
Everyone was in concurrence with Attorney Gordon moving forward with the structure of the draft of the Intergovernmental Agreement. Attorney Dickerson stated that the City of Bowersville will agree to default to the 2000 census numbers depending on DCA’s estimated numbers. 

Attorney Gordon reminded everyone to assemble their project list and submit it to him.

Attorney Gordon asked if the entities were interested in bonding for SPLOST collections. SPLOST collections will commence June 2012 for a six year period. No one expressed interest in bonding. 
Commissioner Reyen moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
