The Hart County Board of Commissioners met July 24, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Brandon Johnson, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance.

· Chief Appraiser Wayne Patrick request 

Commissioner Reyen moved to authorize County Administrator Jon Caime to amend the BOA budget within the approved budget to allow an additional $5,000 for overtime. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Myers questioned CA Patrick concerning the buildings that are owned by Ty Cobb Healthcare which are being leased out if they should be added to the tax books. CA Patrick responded that the appraisal office will review the use and ownership and a determination will be made by January 1. 
CA Patrick announced that the BOA will hold a work session July 31, 2012 at 9:00 a.m. He also announced that the BOA voted to change the name of the office to Hart County Appraisal office. 

County Attorney Walter Gordon stated that the law has provision of exemptions for hospital and churches. 
CA Gordon reported that he received a letter from City of Bowersville attorney noting that the municipality provides certain services to its citizens.  He is further exploring an implied contract with the county for fire protection. 
CA Gordon also reported that the Joint Development Authority has received approval for a grant for a broadband fiber project.
