The Hart County Board of Commissioners met June 14, 2001 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen and William Myers in attendance. Commissioner Joey Dorsey was absent.

1. Prayer

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance.
3. Call to Order

Chairman Johnson called the meeting to order.

4. Welcome

Chairman Johnson welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the meeting agenda. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the May 24, 2011 minutes as corrected. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

9. County Administrator’s Report
CA Caime reported the position held by John Wilkerson on the DFACS Board was set to expire June 30, 2011.  The BOC agreed to advertise for the position and ask if the incumbent desires to be reappointed.
10. Chairman’s Report

Chairman Johnson commented on a letter from Governor Nathan Deal thanking Hart County for support with the clean-up efforts caused by tornadoes in April. Chairman Johnson recognized EMS/EMA Director Terrell Partain for his efforts.
Chairman Johnson recognized CA Walter Gordon for being recently appointed to the Board of Governor’s to the Georgia State Bar.
Chairman Johnson reported it was time to begin creating the FY 2012 budget and set up budget work sessions. CA Caime stated he had already completed the draft budget and it would soon be distributed to the Department Heads and Board of Commissioners and that they would start the scheduling of BOC budget meetings.

11. Commissioners’ Reports

Commissioner Reyen commented on recent article in Lake Living where the Mega Ramp in Franklin County had generated “mega fishermen and mega money” to the City of Lavonia. Commissioner Reyen questioned what efforts have taken place by the Hart County Chamber of Commerce to generate “mega money” for the Hart County Mega Ramp.  He suggested that the HC COC come to the BOC to report on this subject.

13. Old Business

a)Rebecca Duncan Request for Budget Transfer for Past Due Mapping Invoice

CA Duncan requested line item budget transfers in order for a past due invoice of $26,506 to the University of Georgia for completed mapping. Commissioner Reyen questioned why enough money hadn’t been originally budgeted to pay the invoice.  Commissioner Reyen questioned the Q-Public status. CA Duncan stated they are working with them. The process is lengthy because the Assessors are still using 2009 information. Hopefully within the next two-three months Q-Public will be able to permanently update with the 2009 and 2010 photos with no increase in the cost to the County. Commissioner Reyen moved to allow the budget transfer. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

 b) Bid Opening Football Uniforms

Commissioner Reyen moved to turn the bids over to CA Caime and RD Owens for review and recommendation. Commissioner Johnson provided the second. The motion carried 5-0.
 d)Bid Opening Sports Photography

Bids were received from the following vendors: Sherry Pellegrino Photography, Custom Color Sports and  Little Photography
Commissioner Reyen moved to turn the bids over to CA Caime and RD Owens for review and recommendation. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

 e)Bid Opening Rec Park Signs

Bids were received from the following vendors: Communigraphics, Complete Signs LLC
Commissioner Reyen moved to turn the bids over to CA Caime and RD Owens for review and recommendation. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.


 f)Irrigation at Clay Street Park

 RD Owens presented four options for irrigation at the Clay Street Park. Commissioner Reyen questioned how long the county could go without irrigation at the Clay Street Park. Commissioner Dorsey questioned where the drillers recommending drilling the first well. RD Owens replied one recommendation was near the maintenance shed and where the actually drilling took place. Chairman Johnson explained funding for this project was coming from SPLOST and once the allocated balance had been spent there would be no more money for Recreation until the next SPLOST took effect.  Commissioner Dorsey expressed a desire to see the option of withdrawal of water from the creek explored further. Commissioner Oglesby expressed a desire to see a design of the irrigation plan. Commissioner Dorsey remarked the Little League season is over and the focus needed to shift to the football fields at this time.
 g)Third and Final Reading Revisions to Ordinance 2-266
CA Caime explained the revisions to Ordinance 2-266 as not affecting the citizens; therefore it did not need to be in the Code of Ordinances, and that the BOC adopted an internal policy regulating purchasing at their last BOC meeting . Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the revisions to ordinance 2-266. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

 h)Approval of Annual Archway MOU

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the July 1, 2011 Memorandum of Understanding with Hart County Archway Partnership commenting that this has been one of the best investments the BOC has made. Commissioner Dorsey questioned the Hospital portion of the MOU in subsequent is years due to the changes in the hospital location.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
14. New Business

a)Budget Amendment Request for Public Defenders Office Overspending

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the request for funding for overspending by Franklin County in administrating the Public Defender’s office expenses for FY’11, provided CA Caime could determine the correct amount requested. Chairman Johnson questioned how a department could over-run their budget. Commissioner Reyen provided the second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.


b)Public Defender FY12 Contract

CA Gordon presented the Public Defender’s FY12 contract, explaining that Hart County’s portion had decreased slightly. Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the contract provided the other four counties accepted their requested amounts. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.


c)Mohammed A. Hoque DBA Munmum-Chinu Food Mart LLC (located at 8573 Bowman Hwy) Beer and Wine License Transfer

Commissioner Myers moved to deny the license transfer due to the incompletion of the transfer application. Commissioner Dorsey questioned if the original license was legal if the transfer is denied and who is the current owner. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

d)Contract Amendment Transit

CA Caime presented the State of Georgia Department of Human Services Contract Amendment pertaining to the DOT 5311 grant. The amendment would provide more money for the Hart County Transit program.  Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the contract amendment. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

15. Public Comment

Sue Taylor addressed the Board concerning the marketing of the Lake Hartwell Mega Ramp. Commissioner Oglesby moved to have CA Caime look into who is responsible. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

16. Executive Session-Real Estate

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adjourn into executive session to discuss real estate. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to re-enter open session and adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
