The Hart County Board of Commissioners met March 27, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Brandon Johnson, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen moved to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows: Remove Item 7 Lake Hartwell Alliance 
Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s) 

· 3/13/12 Regular Meeting 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve the minutes of the March 13, 2012 meeting. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· Community Wildfire Protection Plan GA Forestry Commission

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the plan. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

· Rec Dept Basketball Program – Post Program Report 

Rec. Dir. Jim Owens reported that three teams won first place in the regional basketball tournaments. The teams were presented with trophies for their accomplishments. He also presented a financial report and evaluation data for the basketball program.   The BOC complimented the Rec Department for a successful restart of this program after 3 years of not having the program.
Commissioners Dorsey and Myers commended the players for their achievements and commended the rec employees for their efforts to get the fields ready for the Little League opening day ceremonies.

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that he has submitted the re-districting information to the U.S. Justice Department for their approval. He announced that the City of Hartwell and the Water & Sewer Utility Authority have entered into a water purchase agreement.
9. County Administrator 
CA Caime did not have anything to report. 

10. Chairman’s Report 

Chairman Oglesby did not have anything to report. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports 
Commissioner Reyen reported that he attended the IBA meeting and that active economic development prospects are looking at Hart County. 

Commissioner Myers stated that he is proud of the structure for the BOC members in view of how other counties are structured especially the transparency efforts the Hart County BOC has such as public comment during meetings and votes.   Commissioner Dorsey pointed out that he was instrumental in making the changes to the public comment section of the BOC meetings in 2002 to allow for more public input into the County Governmental process.
Commissioner Dorsey clarified the article in The Hartwell Sun pertaining to reducing benefits on conservation of which has nothing to do with soil conservation for tax assessment purposes.

13. Old Business 
a) Community Garden Lease Agreement 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the Community Garden Lease Agreement. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
b) Relay for Life Month Proclamation 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to adopt the Relay for Life Proclamation. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Bid Opening Fire Protection Gear 
Sealed bids were received from the following vendors:
Dana Safety Supply, First Choice Fire & Safety LLC, Bennett Fire Products Co Inc, Ten 8 Fire & Safety Equipment of GA and Southeast Fire Rescue Supplies

Commissioner Reyen moved to defer the bids to County Administrator Jon Caime for review and recommendation. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Online Travel Company Partial Settlement Agreement 

Commissioner Myers moved to adopt the resolution authorizing the partial settlement of the class action lawsuit against online travel companies. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

14. New Business 

a) Gateway Financial Solutions Presentation on County 457 plan 

Commissioner Reyen moved to draft a letter to Lincoln Financial and ING authorizing Gateway Financial Solutions to acquire information pertaining to the county’s 457 retirement plan. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Consideration of Accepting Pristine Cove as a County Road 
Commissioner Reyen moved to accept Pristine Cove into the county’s road system. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Gas Mileage Reimbursement 

Commissioner Reyen moved to increase the mileage reimbursement to 52.5 cents per mile with a caveat to use personal vehicles as the last resort. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion.
After further discussion, Commissioner Johnson moved to table the issue. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) First Reading Ambulance Service Ordinance 
CA Caime and EMS Director Terrell Partain explained that this ordinance was to regulate emergency EMS calls.  Private companies are providing services in Hart County for non-emergency services which this ordinance does not regulate but this ordinance will regulate emergency EMS services such that minimum standards are met.

Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the first reading of the Ambulance Service Ordinance. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

e) Legacy Link FY13 Grant Acceptance 

Commissioner Reyen commented that through our efforts, the Senior Center and Transport Services have improved dramatically in the past few years with far better service than was provided in the past.  In addition,   prior to 2009 the Senior Center operations were fully funded by Hart County funds. However, due to restructuring and obtaining grant funding through Legacy Link that a majority of the operation is now funded by grants rather than local funds. 
Commissioner Myers moved to approve Legacy Link FY13 grant funding. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

f) LOST Apportionment
Commissioner Reyen moved to authorize CA Caime to draft a letter to the City of Hartwell at the appropriate time to begin the negotiation process. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
