Commissioner Dorsey reported that a tax appeal filed in 2005 took 16 months before a correction was issued by the Board of Assessors.

12. Consent Agenda

a) Ridgeview Subdivision 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the Ridgeview Subdivision. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

13. Old Business 

a) Lawanda Curry - Update New Recreational Park 

Ms. Curry announced that the grand opening ceremony at the New Recreational Park is scheduled for March 31st, 2007. 

She presented the following request for the new recreational site:

30x30 manufactured building $13,000; entrance signs $3,500-$4,000; field mowers (1) $9,500 (1) $6,700; Gator $11,000-$12,000; bleachers $20,000-$30,000

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to proceed with the purchases. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-2(Commissioners Brown & Dorsey opposed). 

b) Bid Award - Road Dept. Compactor 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to award the bid to Tractor & Equipment Co. equipment brand Ingersoll-Rand @$107,736 for the steel wheel asphalt roller and $56,321 for the pneumatic tire roller. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Bid Award - Sheriff Cars 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to award the bid to Ed Murdock Ford @$20,234.45 per vehicle. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Variance Request - Elrod Ferry Landing 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to allow the trees planted along the county right-of-way to remain at The Cabins subdivision at Elrod Ferry Landing. He noted that the land owners are willing to maintain the landscaping. The motion died from lack of a second. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to decline the request. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to table the issue. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-1 (Commissioner Reyen opposed). 

e) Timberlane Road Right-of-way

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion that while the final settlement is being reached on the lawsuit for the ROW extending beyond the pavement on Timberlane road, that the owner of the adjacent property be granted temporary access to his property through this disputed ROW however no physical changes can occur until a court order or settlement is reached. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

a) Eddie McCurley - Max Saver Beer & Wine Application 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to approve Mr. McCurley's beer & wine application. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
