 The Hart County Board of Commissioners met March 22, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by the Rev. Brad Goss.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Call to Order

Chairman Johnson called the meeting to order.

4. Welcome

Chairman Johnson welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Myers moved to adopt the meeting agenda. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.    Commissioner Dorsey requested Executive Session-Personnel be added to the April 12, 2011 meeting agenda.          

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of the March 8, 2011 Regular and Called meetings.  Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.  
7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads

CA Gordon gave an update on a federal lawsuit concerning on-line travel companies under payment of hotel/motel taxes to the appropriate cities or counties.  Hart County had joined in with several other cities and counties to file the lawsuit. The court had authorized the action of a class action suit.
9. County Administrator’s Report  

CA Caime explained that the BOC recently enacted new County ordinances pertaining to regulations enforced by the Board of Health however there may be confusion on what authority the BOC has with regards to these regulations or there may be a need to delegate authority.  He requested CA Gordon review a letter Commissioner Reyen had received from District 2 Public Health regarding this issue.
Commissioner Reyen moved to have County Attorney Gordon review and make recommendations concerning further clarification about the impact of the Environmental Health ordinance recently passed by the Board.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

10.   Chairman’s Report
Chairman Johnson report he had attended a recent IBA meeting and commended the Authority on their continued hard work.  He also had spoken at a recent Golden K meeting and thanked the members for allowing him the honor.

11.   Commissioners’ Reports

Commissioner Dorsey requested EMS/EMA Director Partain give an update at the April 12, 2011 on the new hospital and the affect it will have on EMS.

12.   Consent Agenda

None

13.   Old Business

a)Bid Award HVAC Maintenance

Commissioner Oglesby moved to award the HVAC maintenance contract to the low bidder McGee. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

b) Bid Award Jail Food Bids

Commissioner Reyen moved to recognize the variance from the purchasing ordinance and award the Jail food contract to the low bidder Korner Kitchen with a sixty-day delay to allow the present supplier time to deplete supplies. Motion died for a lack of a second.

Commissioner Dorsey expressed concern with granting a variance after the bids were opened explaining that the purchasing ordinance has a prohibition against awarding contracts where an employee of the County has an interest.  He stated that if the County employee resigned from his position, he would be able to support awarding the work to Korner Kitchen.

Commissioner Reyen stated that the savings were $22,000 annually and that a variance has been granted to the Tater House for years on this contract due to the interest of Representative Alan Powell in the Tater House and the county purchasing ordinance prohibition against awarding contracts to Constitutional Officers.

Commissioner Meyers questioned County Attorney Walter Gordon if this ordinance applies to both bidders.  CA Gordon explained that the County purchasing ordinance was developed in response to an issue where a family member of a County Constitutional Officer was bidding on county work.  CA Gordon stated that he has not explored this issue in detail however he does not consider State Legislative Officials to be constitutional officers.
Commissioner Oglesby moved to table the award until the term “constitutional officer” could be clarified. Motion died for a lack of a second.

Chairman Johnson moved to reject the bids, have the Board revisit the current county purchase policy and then re-advertise invitation to bid the jail food contract after the county purchasing policy revisions are addressed. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-2. Commissioners Reyen and Dorsey opposed.

c) Bid Award Uniform Bids

Commissioner Reyen moved to award the uniform award to the low bidder Unifirst. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

d) Bid Award Road Pipe Bids

Commissioner Reyen moved to award the CMP to the low bidder Contech and the plastic pipe to the low bidder Southeast Culvert. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

14.   New Business 

a) Request for temporary part time help Fire Dept.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to allow for temporary part time helpers in the Fire Department for the duration of the leave of the full time employee.  Commissioner Meyers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

15.   Public Comment

Jerry Canady requested discussion on City/County consolidation.  
Commissioner Reyen moved to take the subject of consolidation of County and City governments off the table for discussion. Commissioner Meyers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Reyen moved to have CA Caime get a proposal from the Carl Vinson Institute of Government to conduct a study City/County consolidation. Chairman Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-2. Commissioners Oglesby and Dorsey opposed.

16.   Adjournment   

Commissioner Dorsey moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
