The Hart County Board of Commissioners met November 8th, 2005 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 
Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ricky Carter and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. J.B. Kitts of Mt. Olivet Church of God. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the meeting agenda. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the minutes of the meeting held October 25, 2005. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

7. Remarks by Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· BOA Chairman Don Burdick-Accusations of Sunshine Law Violations 

BOA Chairman Burdick replied on behalf of the Board of Tax Assessors about the article in The Hartwell Sun concerning accusations of the Sunshine Law violations. He explained that the BOA followed the Open Meetings Act with a personnel issue about the former Chief Appraiser.
Commissioner Carter noted that when the BOC discusses an issue at the meetings concerning a department that the Department Head or someone representing the department should be notified so they could attend the meetings to answer any questions. 

Administrator Caime explained that the agenda is set on Fridays and notification to the department head may not give them notification prior to the meeting.  This may result in the delay of some BOC agenda items to the following BOC meeting.
Commissioner Carter entertained a motion to direct the County Administrator to contact Department Heads concerning issues on the agenda that would pertain to a particular department. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-2 (Chairman Oglesby and Commissioner Dorsey opposed).

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that he received pre-clearance from the U.S. Department of Justice to hold the special election for the SPLOST vote.

County Administrator Jon Caime reported the following:

13. Old Business 

a) Animal Control Ordinance First Reading

No action was taken. County Attorney Gordon was directed to forward a copy of the ordinance to the Sheriff and Magistrate Judge for review. 

b) Backhoe Purchase 

Commissioner Carter commented about the bid specs specified a John Deere backhoe. Administrator Caime responded that the specs called for a John Deere or equipment equal to. 
After discussing the issue, Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to purchase the John Deere backhoe from Metrac Inc without the extended hoe option. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

14. New Business

a) Service Delivery Strategy Arbitration  

Chairman Oglesby noted that Mayor Beasley requested that the action demanding arbitration be delayed until the City and County can meet to resolve the dispute. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to delay action to go to arbitration until November 18, 2005, if an agreement can not be resolved with the City before then to move forward with arbitration. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Carter noted several issues with the City, County and Water Authority that has been ongoing concerning water in the county. He voiced his opposition to arbitrate the issue since the taxpayers would have to pay for the arbitrator. 
Attorney Gordon explained that the deadline to submit the SDS to DCA is January 31, 2006 and sanctions will apply to all grants for the county/city. 

Chairman Oglesby called for the vote. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Paul Norman-Preliminary Approval of Group Housing Project  

Engineer John Phillips noted that the project is geared toward a retirement community, the units will be leased and they will not subdivide the property. 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to tentatively approve the preliminary group housing project upon EPD and the Health Department final approval. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
c) Basketball Uniform Bid Opening & Award
