The Hart County Board of Commissioners met November 25, 2008 at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioner Daniel Reyen and Commissioner Joey Dorsey in attendance. Commissioner Gary Mize was absent due to a family illness. Commissioner Ken Brown was absent due to an illness. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by County Attorney Walter Gordon. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the meeting agenda. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0.

a) Bid Award Sheriff Office Masonry

County Administrator Jon Caime reported that the Board of Education amended the School Resource Officer contract to 10 months of the year in the amount of $36,810. 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to send the contract back to the Board of Education for review since it was originally agreed upon to be a twelve month contract. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0.
14. New Business 

a) Christmas Holiday Schedule  

Chairman Oglesby moved to approve the December 24, 25 and 26 in observance of the Christmas Holiday Schedule. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0. 

b) Bid Opening Sheriff Office Electric 

County Administrator Caime reported that one sealed bid from CWS Hartwell Inc. was received for the electrical project at the new Sheriff complex. EMA/EMS Director Partain reported that four additional contractors have reviewed the project and had the opportunity to place a bid.

Commissioner Dorsey moved to extend the bids for an additional two weeks. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0. 

c) Bid Opening Road Pipe 

Two sealed bids from Cherokee Culvert Co. Inc and SE Culvert Inc for the road pipe. Commissioner Reyen moved to defer the bids to the County Administrator for review and recommendation. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0. 

d) Bid Opening Health Insurance Bids  

Four sealed bids from Covenant Administrators, Skelton Morris Assoc., Franklin Insurance and Harbour Risk Management were received for county employee’s health insurance coverage. 
Commissioner Dorsey moved to defer the bids to the County Administrator for review and recommendation. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0. 

e) E911 GA Fund 1 Investment Resolution   

Commissioner Dorsey moved to adopt the Investment Resolution. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0. 

f) Royston Food Mart 3689 & 8742 Beer & Wine Applications 

Chairman Oglesby moved to grant the beer & wine license to Syeda Farzeena for the remainder of 2008. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. 
Commissioner Dorsey questioned when the change of ownership for the two establishments took place. 

Attorney Paul Rosenthal representing Ms. Farzeena noted that his client was in partnership with the previous owner since 2003 and that actual sale of the business was contingent on acquiring the lottery license and the county’s beer and wine license. 
Chairman Oglesby called for the vote. The motion carried 2-1. Commissioner Dorsey opposed and stated that the county is rewarding someone that sold beer and wine without a county license during the period of September 20 and October 2, 2008. 

g) Tax Refund Request – Eugene O’Keefe  

Commissioner Reyen moved to table the issue until the next scheduled meeting. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0.
