County Attorney Gordon announced that the Water & Sewer Utility Authority held a public bid opening for the Old 29 water line project commencing at Allen Drive to the Corp of Engineers property. Eighteen bids were submitted in the range of $750,000 to nearly $1,800,000. He noted that the installment agreement for SPLOST funds may not be needed.
Commissioner Reyen suggested that the W&S Authority consider moving forward with other water line projects since the funds have been allocated. Considering the current economic situation they may be able to receive competitive bids at a lower price range.
