Mr. Peebles requested three additional members to the BOE through appointment by the Grand Jury. County Administrator Caime is to draft a letter to the Grand Jury per a consensus of the BOC.

13. Old Business 

a) Victims Assistance Fund 

D.A. Lavender reported that an agreement has been met to allocate 40% of the 5% surcharge from Hart, Elbert and Franklin Counties to the Victim Assistance Program, 40% to the Battered Women's Shelter, 20% to Harmony House, and a one time contribution of $55,000 each of the reserve funds to the Battered Women's Shelter and Harmony House.

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to accept the agreement subject to receipt from the surrounding counties approval. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Mize entertained a motion to approve the 2008 Victim Assistance operating budget for the remainder of the fiscal year. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Award Rec Metal Building Bid 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to award the bid to B&M Excavating Services at $18,300. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

a) Lake Hartwell Association Letter of Support

b) BOA Mobile Home Enforcement 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to appoint Chief Appraiser Rebecca and Appraiser Bruce Grant authority to issue citations for manufactured homes that do not display proper mobile home decals for the current year. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
c) Corp of Engineers - camp ground funding cuts 

Commissioner Dorsey suggested that the BOC form a committee consisting of one BOC member, one City of Hartwell official, County Administrator, City Manager and Lake Hartwell Association to review a possible lease agreement with the Corp to keep open two camping sites that are on the list to be closed. 

Commissioner Reyen and County Administrator Caime will represent the county. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to form the committee. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
