13. Old Business

a) Bid Award Administration Roofing

CA Caime explained that the apparent lowest bid received was significantly lower than the rest of the bidders and the cost of materials would most likely exceed the bid price.  He sent an inquiry to the apparent low bidder who responded that their bid of $20,491 should have been $40,491 therefore CA Caime recommended disqualifying this bid and awarding ths work to the second lowest bid for $59,420 received from Jack Holmes Construction.  Commissioner Johnson moved to accept the bid of $59,420 from Jack Holmes Construction.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

14. New Business
a) Chatton Corporation Tax Release Application

A representative of Chatton Corporation explained there has never been a house on their property.  Since the assessment was for a house and walkway they requested a tax release of $2,010.89 for 2007.  She stated that the BOA corrected this for their 2008 assessment and removed the house.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the tax release application from Chatton Corporation of $2,010.89.  Chairman Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

b) CDBG EIP Resolution

CA Caime resented a resolution that the county will seek a Community Development Block Grant for the Employment Incentive Program to assist with the expansion of RITZ Instrument Transformers.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the resolution.  Chairman Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.
