A work session was held by the Hart County Board of Commissioners.  All members of the Hart County Board of Commissioners were present.

1. Animal Control Ordinance
County Attorney Walter Gordon explained the new vicious dog ordinance that the State of Georgia made into law in April of this year.  The Board discussed the State Law to determine if this law would meet the needs of Hart County.
The Board then reviewed the latest draft of the Hart County animal control ordinance and discussed several issues pertaining to animal control.  Of particular concern are the resources needed to enforce animal control (personnel, equipment) and where the animals would be sent to (current animal shelter facility operates at capacity).
The BOC instructed County Administrator Caime to investigate options with other local jurisdictions and possibilities for joint efforts including Hartwell, Royston, Elbert County and Franklin County.
At approximately 6:30 Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to adjourn the work session and enter into an executive session to discuss personnel and real estate.  Commissioner Reyen seconded the motion.  Vote 5-0.

With no further action taken during executive session, Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to exit. Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
