The Hart County Board of Commissioners met September 9th, 2008 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman R.C. Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Joey Dorsey, Gary Mize and Ken Brown in attendance.

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Chairman Oglesby.

5. Approve Agenda

Commissioner Reyen moved to delete items 14 b & c, add BOA contract revaluation office space under #7, and to approve the meeting agenda.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve all the minutes with the addition to the 8/25/08 minutes under item 14b) the paragraph concerning the contract termination for the DFACS transportation grant.  Commissioner Reyen followed with a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

7. Remarks by Invited Guest, Committees, Authorities

· HCWSUA Discussion for a Referendum for Water Lines

HCWSUA Director Pat Goran reported the Authority members discussed the proposed Master Plan and methods for financing water system expansion into areas of the County which are not currently served.  The Authority specifically discussed making a request to the Board of Commissioners to authorize a public referendum on financing of system improvements.  It was the consensus of the Authority that placing the issue on the November general election ballot would be premature. More work is needed before the Master Plan is final and consideration should be given to both the legal and technical issues of voting by special tax districts. 

Director Goran suggested a meeting be set between the BOC, County Attorney Gordon, CA Caime and the HCWSUA.  

· BOA Pay for Experience Credit Request

BOA Chairman Jim McMullan addressed the Board requesting Tony Graham be compensated as a Certified Appraiser I beginning with the date he became certified of June 29, 2008.  Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the retroactive pay increase.  Commissioner Dorsey followed with a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt policy to increase all BOA employees’ future salaries upon the date of their certifications.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

BOA Chairman McMullan presented the Board with rental space information for the contract revaluation project.  Chairman McMullan recommended the Hailey Building space of 400 sq. ft. with shared bath including all utilities at $900.00 per month.
Commissioner Dorsey questioned if the Hailey Building space of 400 sq. ft. would be adequate for hearings.  Chairman McMullan stated a larger facility will be needed for hearings but can be accommodated at other facilities.

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the Hailey Building space of 400 sq. ft.  With shared bath utilities $900.00 per month.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

a)PW Director Presentation of Revised DOT State Aid Programs

PW Director Caime presented a slide show of the revised DOT State Aid programs.  Each proposed project will receive a numerical score generated by an engineering formula and a cost-benefit analysis.  Hart County will be competing with all other counties within our Congressional District.  PW Director Caime reported December 30th is the deadline for grant request submissions and urged the Commissioners to submit their road recommendations to him as soon as possible.

d) Emergency 911 Notification System

EMS/EMA Director Partain informed the Board of the pagers and service status.  The present contractor is not interested in negotiating another governmental contract price for their service.  Without a contract the resulting increase in the annual rate will increased from $6,000 to $16,032.  

Director Partain recommended the company “CodeRed” a high speed outbound notification system.  The system has the ability to setup user groups, can handle the call volume needed for mass notification and geographical input for area specific notification for public emergency notification.  The cost is approximately $10,000. 
Commissioner Reyen provided a motion to approve Director Partain’s request.  Commissioner Brown followed with a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
