The Hart County Board of Commissioners met January 12, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman Daniel Reyen presided with Commissioners Joey Dorsey, Brandon Johnson, RC Oglesby and Ken Brown present.

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Chairman Reyen lead in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Call to Order

· Election of BOC Chairman and Vice Chairman

Commissioner Oglesby moved to elect Commissioner Joey Dorsey as Chair for 2010.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to elect Commissioner Brandon Johnson as Vice-Chair for 2010.  Chairman Joey Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

· Election of IBA Board Alternate (BOC member other than Chairman)
Chairman Dorsey moved to appoint Commissioner Reyen as the IBA Board Alternate.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

4. Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda

CA Caime requested to add Personnel under Executive Session and discussion on the status of three business holding 2010 county Beer & Wine licenses.  

Commissioner Oglesby requested moving the retirement recognition for Joanne Martin to item 7) Remarks by invited guests, committees, authorities.  Commissioner Johnson moved to approve the agenda.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings(s)

· 12/08/09 Regular Meeting

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the minutes as amended.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

· 12/17/09 Called Meeting

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities

Commissioner Oglesby presented Joanne T. Martin with a plaque recognizing her for thirty-three years of service to the citizens of Hart County as the Chief Deputy Clerk of Superior Court.  
CA Gordon announced the Southeast water line contract will be signed soon.  The Rocky Ford waterline bids were opened last week.  The bids were being reviewed and the award was expected on 1/18/10.  

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads

· BOA/GMASS:  Contract Revaluation Project Quarterly Report & Planning Discussion for Pending Change of Assessment Notices
Christy Reese representative of G.M.A.S.S. gave a slide presentation on the re-val procedure and status.  Ms. Reese reported the re-val is 99% complete.  The re-val will need BOA approval then the assessment notices will be mailed out.  Ms. Reese stated the land classes of value are lake, urban or rural.  Previously all land out in the county was valued as urban but now the rural value will be used.  Also timber and soil types will be used in the value of rural property.  In establishing lake property values the water depth, dock ability and view are considered.  Chairman Dorsey asked if any lessons had been learned.  Ms. Reese stated to make sure the maps are complete before beginning a re-val.
Chief Appraiser Rebecca Duncan presented the space needs for appointments with property owners.  The space will be needed for approximately one year, have internet access and security for computers and records.  She presented several options but indicated that the use of the BOC Administrative building looked to be the most attractive option.
9. County Administrator’s Report

· Notice of invitation from the Corp of Engineers to the dedication of the new fishing pier on Friday, January 15 at 10am.

· NEGA Animal Shelter meeting invitation to be held January 19th at 7pm at the Chamber of Commerce building in Lavonia.
· Request to fill the three Road Department personnel openings.

Commissioner Reyen moved to advertise for the personnel.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

· Three W&S Authority appointments are needed.

Commissioner Reyen moved to advertise for the appointments.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.  Commissioner Oglesby questioned if a member of the BOC could serve on the W&S Authority.  CA Gordon will investigate; but felt an amendment to the W&S legislation would be needed.  The BOC requested that this issue be place on the agenda for the next BOC meeting.
10. Chairman’s Report

Chairman Dorsey requested recognition for Chief Magistrate Judge Selma Cheely and W&S Authority member and Court Bailiff Jerry Cleveland be placed on the January 26th agenda.  

11. Commissioners’ Reports

Commissioners Oglesby, Johnson and Brown had nothing to report.  Former Chairman Reyen expressed his appreciation for being allowed to serve as the Board’s Chairman for the past year.  He recognized the efforts of the members to meet the challenges during the past year and hoped they would continue their joint efforts during the coming year.

13. Old Business

a)Second Reading of Revision to Section 2-66

Commissioner Reyen moved to accept the second reading of Section 2-66 changing the beginning time of the second meeting of the month to 5:30pm.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


b)Bid Award Road Pipe

Public Works Director Caime recommended Southeast Culvert for plastic pipe and Cherokee for metal pipe.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to award the bids as recommended.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  Commissioner Reyen question the feasibility of using plastic and metal pipe over concrete.  PW Caime stated that the price submitted for concrete pipe was a shorter length of pipe.  In addition PW Caime explained that it is much more costly for installation of concrete pipe and that newer aluminized metal pipe can last as long as concrete pipe. In addition, PW Caime explained that due to the shorter lengths of concrete pipe there are many more joints.  PW Caime’s inspection of concrete pipes installed decades ago in Hart County has led to many horror stories of failed creek crossings.  The County has been replacing concrete pipes that have failed throughout the county.  He stated that he gave a detailed presentation on this subject a few years ago and would be glad to give another detailed presentation if needed.  The motion carried 5-0.

c)Bid Award Jail Roofing

CA Caime recommended Classic Construction bid of $21,376.52 for replacement of the jail shingle roof with a metal roof.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to accept the bid.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


d)Bid Award HVAC Maintenance

CA Caime recommended McGee’s for HVAC maintenance in the county buildings.  Commissioner Reyen moved to award the contract to McGee’s.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


e)Bid Award Landscape Services

CA Caime recommended B&M Excavating/Lawn Care’s bid for Landscape service.  Commissioner Reyen moved to accept the bid of B&M Excavating/Lawn Care.  Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

f)Bid Opening Uniforms

Bid were received and opened from Ameripride Uniforms and Cintas.  Commissioner Reyen moved to turn the bids over to CA Caime for review.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


g)Environmental Health Ordinance Third and Final Reading

Commissioner Reyen moved to accept the third and final reading of the Environmental Health ordinance.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

14. New Business

a)Appointment of GA Mtns RD BOC Representative

Commissioner Oglesby entered a motion to re-appoint Commissioner Reyen.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.  Commissioner Reyen abstained.

b)Fire Board Appointment Confirmation

Commissioner Oglesby moved to confirm the recommendations of Michael Sanders Station# 1, David Ray Station# 3, Joseph Haley Station#5 and Tom Murphy Station# 7 to the Fire Advisory Board.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.  Fire Chief Byrum informed the BOC following the resignation of the Fire Advisory Board Chairman that Randall Simpson was serving as Chairman and Marshall Norton as Vice-Chair.  CA Caime noted the ninth member was needed on the Advisory Board but that the Fire Board was currently discussing this subject.

c)First Reading Revisions to Ordinance 82061 Speed Limits

 Action was deferred until the 1-26-10 meeting.

d)Approval to Bid New Ambulance & Remount

Commissioner Oglesby moved to advertise for bids one new ambulance and one remount.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  Commissioner Reyen questioned the need versus the replacement schedule.  EMS/EMA Director Partain explained 80% of the fleet has over 100,000 miles and that a long range replacement schedule is in place.  The motion carried 5-0.


e)Approval of Qualifying fees 2010 election

Commissioner Oglesby moved to establish the 2010 qualifying fees as required by State law to Board of Commissioners $162.00 and Board of Education $72.00.  Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


f)2010 Beer & Wine Licenses
CA Caime reported two businesses and one private club had not received their state licenses as of the first business day of 2010.
The owner of the private club showed his state license was effective January 1, 2010 although it was issued 1/7/2010. Commissioner Reyen moved to suspend Dad’s and Royal Food #8742 licenses unless  the owners could provide state licenses effective 1-1-2010 issued dated prior to 1-12-2010 or until such time a hearing can be held.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
15. Public Comment

Commissioner Reyen moved to adjourn the meeting and go into executive session to discuss personnel.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Johnson moved to enter open session.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

In open meeting, Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to offer a two year extension to County Administrator Jon Caime’s employment contract.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion and the motion was approved 5-0.

With no further action taken, Commissioner Johnson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
