The Hart County Board of Commissioners met July 10, 2007 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. Commissioner Gary Mize was absent. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Commissioner Dorsey. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meetings held on June 21, 26 and 28, 2007 as amended. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

9. County Administrator's Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime reported that the Library will close its temporary facility July 21 and will re-open in the newly renovated Library July 30. There will be a grand re-opening reception August 19, 2007 at 2:00 p.m. 

He reported that a tentative date has been scheduled with Hartwell City officials to discuss an animal shelter MOU July 24, 2007 at 5:00 p.m. 
He also reported that a budget work session is scheduled on July 26, 2007 at 5:30 p.m.

Chairman Oglesby requested that Cedar Pond Bridge be placed on the next meeting agenda. 

11. Commissioners' Reports 

Commissioner District #2

Commissioner Reyen inquired about the status of the NACO prescription drug program. Administrator Caime will give a follow up. 

Commissioner District #4 

Commissioner Brown did not have anything to report. 

Commissioner District #5 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to place used motor oil recycling tank at the Transfer Station on the next meeting agenda. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

Commissioner Dorsey noted that the recent article in The Community Forum was incorrect. He gave a brief history of the budget funding over the past several years for the NE Georgia Animal Shelter. He stated that he supports an animal shelter but needs to know the impact on the county's budget.

13. Old Business 

a) Subdivision Ordinance Change-Family Land Exemption, Third & Final Reading 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to adopt the third and final ready of the Subdivision Ordinance Change-Family Land Exemption. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

b) GA. Mtns. RDC - Study Animal Shelter 

Administrator Caime explained that the services provided by GA. Mtns. RDC for an animal shelter study will be $5,000.
Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to table the issue and discuss sharing the cost of the study with Franklin County and the municipalities. The motion failed from a lack of a second. 

Commissioner Brown entertained a motion to move forward with the study. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. 

Several individuals from the audience spoke on behalf of the need for an animal shelter in Hart County. 

Nolan Carter stated that he can operate a shelter for $78,440. 

Chairman Oglesby inquired about the county putting a deposit on the building that Mr. Carter is proposing to sell. Attorney Gordon responded that he will need to discuss the issue with Mr. Carter.
Chairman Oglesby called for the vote to proceed with the study. The motion carried 3-1 (Commissioner Reyen opposed). 

14. New Business 

a) Public Hearing - Comprehensive Land Use Plan Update 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to open the public hearing. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

There were not any public comments concerning the Comprehensive Land Use Plan Update. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to close the public hearing. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 
b) Approval Comprehensive Land Use Plan (Transmittal to DCA) 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the Comprehensive Land Use Plan. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

c) Lightwood Lane (end of road issue) 

Public Works Director Caime explained that the county abandoned a portion of Lightwood Lane at the end of the road from the point that the road goes right to the COE property in 1988. No further action was taken. 

d) Volunteer Fire Department 

Fire Chief Vickery requested an explanation of the comments published in The Hartwell Sun by Commissioner Reyen concerning the fire department. 

Commissioner Reyen explained that he took an oath of office and has fiduciary responsibilities to the tax payers for any funds expended by the county. He gave a report on the fire department expenditures since 2003. He suggested that the fire department establish a long range plan and submit it to the BOC. 
Several members of the volunteer fire department offered public comments. 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion that the volunteer fire fighters appoint a member from each fire station plus one additional member to serve on an advisory committee (total of 9); the committee will be responsible for making recommendations for the position of a full time fire chief, how the position will be managed and report back to the BOC in 60 days. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 
e) Georgia Security and Immigration Compliance Act of 2006 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the MOU and programs funded by Hart County provide an affidavit of compliance before the county releases any funds to the proposed program. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to exit into Executive Session to discuss potential real estate matters as provided by O.C.G.A. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
