The Hart County Board of Commissioners met July 14, 2009 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Daniel Reyen presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Brandon Johnson, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer   

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance   

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order  

Chairman Reyen called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome   

Chairman Reyen welcomed those in attendance.   

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve the meeting agenda as amended. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of the meeting of June 23, 2009. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.    

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of the budget work session of June 23, 2009. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Chairman Reyen moved to approve the minutes of the meeting of June 25, 2009. Motion died from lack of second. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of the joint City/County June 25, 2009 meeting and reconsider the motion concerning the animal shelter. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to rescind the motion concerning the animal shelter. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Oglesby voiced his concern about the proposed animal control ordinance that was brought up at the City Council meeting and that the county would be asked to adopt the same ordinance. Chairman Reyen responded that the animal control ordinance would be a city ordinance. He explained that the animal shelter would not cost the county over and above what we’re currently engaged in. 

Chairman Reyen explained that he visited the NE Ga. Animal Shelter and that they are overcrowded with animals. He noted that a shelter in Hart County would ease the pressure and burden by at least 40% for NE Ga. Animal Shelter. 
Commissioner Dorsey reported the annual operating cost for animal shelters in Elbert $76,000; Lumpkin $155,000; Habersham $142,000; and Stephens $134,000 counties. He stated that the problem is a political agenda; there’s no contract; no MOU.

Chairman Reyen stated that ASI have already acted in good faith and expended funds according to the motion on the shelter; release of the $20,000 grant; road department to perform the site preparation and grading; support the new shelter at the current level of funding for NE GA. Shelter with a target level of $35,000 which would not be an impact on the budget. Resources have been expended selecting the site location. He also stated that a vote can not be rescinded when others have taken action based on the vote.  

Commissioner Dorsey stated there are no plans and nothing to protect the taxpayers concerning compliance with the specifications set forth in the grant. 

Attorney Kimberly Wilkerson stated that the issue needed to be addressed by the County Attorney. 

City Councilman David Little stated that the proposed animal control ordinance would not affect anyone that takes care of their animals. The City has put considerable time and effort into locating a site for the facility and ASI trusted the action taken by the BOC at the joint meeting. 

Chairman Reyen would not call for the vote based on an illegal motion to rescind the action taken. 

Commissioner Dorsey raised point of order for the chairman failing to call for the vote. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to table the issue until return and legal opinion from the county attorney. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Bill Griggs requested the BOC review the request from the Georgia BASS Federation to host the Federation Divisional Tournament on Lake Hartwell March 29, 2010 through April 3, 2010. He also reported that the first tournament will be on Lake Hartwell in November. 
Chairman Reyen moved to approve the BASS Federation request to host the tournament; funding the host fees from the funds allocated for the Megaramp. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Chairman Reyen and Commissioner Johnson agreed to represent the county to discuss hiring and developing a job description for a Tourism Professional.
