The Hart County Board of Commissioners met June 27th, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioner R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ricky Carter in attendance.

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Warren of Oak Bower Baptist Church.

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)
· 6/13/06 Regular Meeting 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the minutes as amended. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. Commissioner Carter abstained from voting since he was absent from the meeting. 

7. Remarks by Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· Bill Fogerty - Chairman BOA- Appeals Update 

Mr. Fogerty reported on the 2005 appeals process that was halted in April in order to prepare the 2006 digest. He commended the BOA office staff for their efforts and excess number of hours they have put in over the past month. 

Chairman Dorsey requested a summary of the 2005 net digest change after the appeals process and the use codes. 

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon did not have anything to report. 

9. County Administrator's Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime apologized for not bringing the GMRDC and DFACS appointments, which expire June 30th, 2006, to the BOC's attention as per the county policy ninety days prior to the ending of the term. 
Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to re-appoint the two incumbents to both boards. The motion died due to a lack of a second. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to allow the two incumbents to remain active until a successor is appointed.

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to table the issue. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

10. Chairman's Report

Chairman Dorsey reported that a meeting will be scheduled with the City of Hartwell officials July 17th or 20th and 2007 budget meeting will begin at 9:00 a.m. on July 7th and 14th. 
11. Commissioners' Reports  

Commissioner Oglesby inquired about the status of Cedar Pond Road right-of-way. Public Works Director Caime responded that the right-of-way documents have been completed and an RFP is out for hiring an engineering firm to perform design and permitting.
Commissioner Carter noted that the parking lot issue at the Air Line Convenience Center is due to settlement and he suggested using concrete as an option to asphalt. 

Commissioner Carter requested a work session to discuss HB1128, an update on the Library, availability of Federal grant funds for the wi-fi systems, requested a report from the citizen members of the courthouse committee at the next BOC meeting, requested that we discuss the right-of-way issues and a second cut of right-of-ways, report from the right-of-way contractor on the list of issues that was turned in to them to correct , the need to discuss a bridge ordinance, and that we request the a safety study from the DOT on Mt. Olivet Road at the intersection of Sunflower Drive. 

12. Consent Agenda 

There were not any items on the Consent Agenda. 

13. Old Business

a) Bid Awards New Recreation Park Irrigation & Potable Water 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to award the bid for irrigation to Tallent Lawn Care DBA US Laws and the potable water to W. O. Tucker. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Carter noted that since the bid specs had both items listed that it limited bidders from placing a bid. Administrator Caime explained that the bid specs allowed for anyone to bid on one or both items. 

Chairman Dorsey called for the vote. The motion carried 5-0.

b) LARP List Approval 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to amend and approve the LARP list to include a section of Omer Bond Road. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Real Estate 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to purchase a ten acre tract of land at $100,000. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Economic Developer 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to employ Dwayne Dye for the fulltime position as Economic Developer and offer him a starting salary of $70,000/yr. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
e) Arrow Court 

Chairman Dorsey explained that the Road Department first time paving road priority work should be in Districts 1, 3 and 5 this paving season followed by Districts 2 and 4 due to the fact that no work first time road paving was done in district 1,3 & 5 last year.
Jerry Canady noted that Arrow Court was adopted into the county road system in 1990 as a paved road and it was neglected for various reasons and is not usable by property owners or the public. 

Commissioner Carter stated that they should send equipment out to Arrow Court and do whatever is necessary to open the road up. 
Mr. Canady noted that the BOC made a commitment to maintain Arrow Court and they need to set a time frame for the work to be performed. 

After discussing the issue, Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to put the road on the priority list following all the other roads that are currently on the list. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

14. New Business 
a) GMCS Board Appointment 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to re-appoint Alice Worthan to continue to serve on the GMCS board. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Library bid opening Roof Replacement

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the subdivision request contingent upon the road being built in accordance with the county ordinance. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

15. Public Comment 

Chet Womack proposed that the BOC consider forming a Citizens Bid Review Committee and presented a mission statement for the committee. 
Commissioner Oglesby directed Mr. Womack to discuss the issue with the County Administrator. 

Commissioner Reyen requested the issue be placed on the next meeting agenda. 
16. Executive Session - Real Estate, Personnel 

The BOC held an Executive Session following the 5:30 p.m. work session. 

17. Adjournment   

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
