The Hart County Board of Commissioners met May 9th, 2006 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ricky Carter in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Stephen Williams of the 1st Baptist Church of Hartwell. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meetings held on April 11th, 13th, 17th and April 25th, 2006. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meeting held on May 1st, 2006 and table the minutes of May 2nd. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks by Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads  

County Attorney Walter Gordon did not have anything to report. 
9. County Administrator's Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime reminded the BOC about the work session that is scheduled at 5:30 p.m. May 23rd, 2006 and that they submit agenda items to him. 

He announced that a meeting will be held for the Multi-Purpose Recreational Facility at the Adult Learning Center May 11th, 2006 at 1:00 p.m.

Administrator Caime gave an update on the Library renovation project. He noted that the state has extended the deadline for the grant fund to be expended. He stated that County is still exploring all options with this project and does not have a final recommendation for the BOC to consider at this point.   

10. Chairman's Report 
Chairman Dorsey reminded the BOC to submit their road stripping list to the County Administrator; he requested that the job descriptions and salary survey for the Road Department be placed on the work session agenda; he requested the BOC to get with Lisa to schedule a meeting with the City of Royston officials to discuss road/street projects and to schedule a meeting with the City of Hartwell officials. He also reported that he has discussed the Fire Training fencing project with the Department of Corrections.
11. Commissioners' Reports 

Commissioner Oglesby inquired about the status of Cedar Pond Road. Administrator Caime responded that he is waiting for one more right-of-way document. 

Commissioner Oglesby noted that the City of Hartwell officials have decided on two miles of road projects that are in the city limits for Commissioner District One and Commissioner District Three. However, the agreement was to involve the BOC in the selection process and to allocate $60,000 per city street projects for a total of $120,000 from SPLOST III funds.
Commissioner Oglesby also commented on the bush hogging issues on county roads. After discussing the issue, Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to explore a second cut in the spring season. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Carter inquired about scheduling a meeting with the RDC to discuss grants. Administrator Caime responded that a representative from the RDC will be at the June 13, 2006 regular scheduled meeting. 

Commissioner Carter suggested that guidelines should be developed for road stripping. He also requested that the county explore ways to save fuel cost. 
12. Consent Agenda 

· EJM Properties Subdivision 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the subdivision request as long as a stamp is added to the plat that the road is not a county road and will not be a county road in the future. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

14. New Business 

a) Road Paving Projects Bid Opening 

Commissioner Reyen commented on requiring contractors employ legal U.S. citizens. Attorney Gordon responded that there is a provision in the bid specs that contractors comply with all State and Federal laws.
The BOC opened the sealed bids from the following companies for the road paving projects:

· Soulders, Ace Paving, E.R. Snell and Sloan Construction

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to defer the bids to the County Administrator for review and recommendation. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The vote carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Carter requested that the Administrator explore the cost for concrete at the Convenience Centers. 

b) Beer & Wine License Approval Dad's B&G  

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the beer & wine license application for Dad's II B&G. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Equipment - Road Department  

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the budget amendment for used equipment purchases. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Old Beacon Light Road Subdivision 
Brandon Davis explained that he has constructed four town houses on two acres of property on Old Beacon Light Road and has met the Health Department requirements.  

Administrator Caime explained that the subdivision regulations do not have specific requirements for this type of development other than generic language that requires the BOC approval on a case by case basis.  He advised that this type of intensive development will be more prevalent in the near future and may warrant additional language in the subdivision regulations.
Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the subdivision request. Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
