The Hart County Board of Commissioners met November 27, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Joey Dorsey in attendance. Commissioner Ken Brown was absent.

Doug Cleveland voiced his appreciation to Hart EMC Board of Directors and the BOC for their support to stimulate economic development. He announced that the Industrial Building Authority has received a $150,000 grant for a sewer project at the industrial park. 
Bill Leard, representing Hart EMC, thanked the BOC for their vision and the opportunity to partner with the county in providing loans for economic development. 

Chairman Oglesby, Commissioner Reyen and Commissioner Dorsey voiced their appreciation to everyone involved in the process to secure the interest free loans.

c) Subdivision Variance - Bannister 

Administrator Caime explained that the owner of 1+ acre lot located on Lewis Drive is proposing to subdivide the land into two lots but that the health department approval for an additional house on the lots can not be granted until the HCWSUA runs water to the area in the coming year or so.  However the COE permitting requirements for docks is changing on 12/31/07 and the owner of this property will not be able to get a second dock permit after that time so they are requesting a variance based on the fact that nothing is to be constructed on the second lot until county water is provided and the Health Department grants approval. 
Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to grant the variance based upon access to county water and the Health Departments approval.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
