Recreation Advisory Board Minutes

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Lonnie Robinson, Chairman.  
A motion to approve the meeting minutes from 2/18/13 & 3/18/13 was made by Robby Johnson and a 2nd provided by Bill Granger.  The vote was 4-0 to approve.

Chairman’s Report:  Chairman Robinson wanted clarity of the partnership between Stephens and Franklin Counties for the 2013-14 Youth Football and Basketball programs.
Member’s Reports:  Vice Chairman Sayer asked about a urinal valve in the men’s room by the baseball/ softball fields at the Clay Street Park.  
Director’s report: Director Owens reported on the irrigation system on Clay Street Park which will begin in July after Little League has completed their season.  A mini renovation to the home plate area of the Clay Street softball field was completed.  Director Owens also conveyed the interest of a flag football program for some church youth groups in the area.  Chairman Robinson questioned who would run the program?  Director Owens said the department would administer the program.
Old Business:  Director Owens reported on the ongoing S.P.L.O.S.T. projects.
New Business:  2013-14 budget review.  Director Owens and Bill Granger met to discuss the budget and staffing needs.  Director Owens said he was asking for 2 full-time maintenance positions as well as an Athletic Coordinator to supervise all youth and adult athletic programs.  A Maintenance Coordinator to supervise the day to day maintenance and facility operations.

Chairman Robinson asked about the BOC approved seasonal positions for this summer.  Director Owens reported the attempt to hire High School aged labor had failed and the positions would be advertised to the general public.

Chairman Robinson asked if we would be purchasing new football equipment this year.  Chairman Owens said we would always be buying football equipment.  Each year some equipment ages out and must be discarded due to safety concerns.
