The department’s ballfield renovation program is underway and progressing well.  Staff continues to check all facilities for safety.  Director Owens reported the construction on the pavilion at the Gum Branch Mega Ramp is underway.  
Old Business:  The Little League contract would be on the BOC agenda for the next meeting.  The Barnes Academy facility use agreement was approved by the BOC at no fee.  The BOC also approved that Barnes Academy would provide 10 bags of chalk and 2 cases of line paint.  Barnes Academy would also pay a $25.00 fee per field for lights if lights were used.  The RAB does not agree with the BOC providing these facilities free of charge to Barnes Academy.  We would like to revisit this policy issue in the near future and ask the BOC to reconsider their decision.  A motion was made by Lonnie Robinson to charge Barnes Academy for any games outside of their regular season (i.e. – post season, tournaments) at a fee of $25.00 per field per day, 2nd by Bill Granger.  The motion carried 4-0.
