Recreation Advisory Board Minutes
January 9, 2012
Present:  Marshall Sayer, Bob Frye, Bill Granger, Lonnie Robinson, Mark White, Steve Wehunt & Robby Johnson

Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order by Marshall Sayer, Chairman.  
Motion to approve minutes from last meeting by Bob Fry, 2nd by Steve Wehunt.  Motion carried 6-0.
Directors Report:  Director Owens reported on the final number of players in Youth Basketball.  The first games of the season were on January 7, 2012.  Over 300 people from 3 counties came to see the games here in Hart County at North Hart County Elementary School.  Field renovations are ongoing at both parks.  Director Owens informed the R.A.B. about the upcoming Long Range Planning process for the department.
Old Business:

Director Owens reported on the need to replace the broken ice machine for the football concession stand and to purchase a new ice machine for the Hart County Recreation Complex on Elberton Hwy.  A motion to recommend the department send out bids for these ice machines was made by Bob Fry and Robby Johnson gave a 2nd.  Motion carried 6-0.

B.O.C. approved the changes recommended by the R.A.B. regarding the Volunteer Background Check Policy.

New Business:
Chairman Sayer opened the floor for nominations for Chairman for 2012.  Robby Johnson nominated Marshall Sayer for Chairman.  Steve Wehunt provided a 2nd.  A motion was given to close the nominations by Bill Granger and 2nd provided by Mark White.  Vote: 6-0.  Chairman Sayer opened the floor for nomination for Vice Chairman.  Mark White nominated Lonnie Robinson.  Bill Granger provided a 2nd.  Bob Fry made a motion to close nominations.  Steve Wehunt provided a 2nd.  Vote: 6-0.
Little League Facility Use Agreement:  The agreement was briefly discussed and the new members were informed as to the particulars of the agreement.  Robby Johnson mentioned the Youth Football and Basketball Programs get money from the gate and concessions.  What does Little League give to the Recreation Department or County?  Chairman Sayer said no admission fees were levied for games and all concession money goes to pay for the program expenditures.  Bob Fry (Little League President - 2012) added information as to the cost for having the league.  Motion was provided by Steve Wehunt and a 2nd by Mark White.  Vote: 5-0.

Hart County Middle School Baseball program Facility Use Agreement:  Lonnie Robinson made a motion and a 2nd was provided by Bob Fry.  Vote: 7-0.

Facility Use Agreement for Barnes Academy:  Facility use agreement for their baseball and softball practice and games.  Robby Johnson and Marshall Sayer asked what does Barnes Academy provide to the department for use of the fields?  Barnes Academy charges a gate and has a concession stand.  Bob Fry suggested it was not the County’s place to provide athletic facilities to a private school.  A motion was made to charge &25.00 “per game day per field” and a use fee for lights if needed, by Bill Granger and 2nd by Bob Fry.  Barnes Academy will also provide 10 bags of field chalk and 2 cases of line paint.  The motion passed 7-0.  Chairman Sayer also stated the amount may go up next year since this year’s fee is so low.
The next meeting is scheduled for February 13 at 6:00 pm in the Community Room at the Clay Street Park.
Motion to adjourn by, 2nd by 7-0.
