Recreation Advisory Board Minutes
March 17, 2014

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Marshall Sayer, Chairman.  

Present: Marshall Sayer, Bob Frye, Bill Granger, Robby Johnson, and Mark White.
Staff Present:  Jim Owens, Recreation Director
Guest:  H.C.B.O.C. Chairman Joey Dorsey
The R.A.B. participated in the Open Records and Open Meetings class given by Joey Dorsey.

The minutes were approved from the 1/27/14 meeting.  A motion to approve was given by Bob Frye, a second was 2nd by Robby Johnson.  Vote: 5-0.
Chairman’s Report:  None.
Member’s Reports:  Mark White asked about the amendment to the Little League contract.  Director Owens informed Mr. White the amendment was for the Georgia Concussion Law.
Director’s report:  Director Owens reported on the Long Point and Milltown Park situation.  Director Owens reported to the Board that pending the receipt of the lease, these parks could open as of May 1, 2014.  Director Owens gave an update on the EHP Football Complex progress as well as the P.A. System for the baseball/softball fields, which was installed the previous week.  The Clay Street Park Little League field outfield safety net should be replaced by Friday March 21, if it arrives from the manufacturer.  Director Owens also informed the Board of the amendment to the R.A.B. By-Laws.  Director Owens spoke to Bill Leard with Hart EMC to replace lights at Clay Street Park ballfields.  Owens also reported on field improvements to the EHP ballfields.  Director Owens informed the Board of the drainage issue at EHP ballfields.
Old Business:  A motion to table the review of the Facility Use Agreement Policy by Robby Johnson, a second from Bob Frye.  Vote: 5-0
Chairman Sayer asked about getting batting cages for EHP before the 9-10 and 11-12 Little League tournaments this summer.  BOC Chairman Dorsey said he thought we should, “Do it right.”  “We should be able to get something nice for $15,000.” A motion was made to by Bob Frye to recommend building 2 70 foot batting cages with a divider mat/screen/net at 35 feet allowing for two batting areas in one cage.  These batting cage project will consist of 4 “L” screens, a concrete floor, electricity for lighting, cage netting, poles to hang the net, and a shelter to cover each cage.  A 2nd was from Bill Granger.  Vote: 5-0.  
New Business:  Director Owens discussed the upcoming 2015 Recreation Department Budget.  Bill Granger said he would help with this budget preparation.
Director Owens informed the Board about the effort to build a Community Playground at EHP.  Chairman Sayer and Bill Granger volunteered to represent the R.A.B. on this committee.  

BOC Chairman Dorsey recommended the concession stand at EHP be contracted out for upgrades before the Little League tournaments this summer.

Mark White made a motion to recommend the BOC go to bids for an Infield Machine.  A 2nd was provided by Robby Johnson.  Vote: 5-0.

Adjournment: A motion to adjourn was made by and a 2nd provided by Mark White.  A second from Bob Frye.  Vote: 5-0.
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
