Mark White motioned that Director Owens would create a Code of Ethics and Conduct Policy for the HCRD which includes penalties for violating this Code.  Marshall Sayer gave a 2nd.  Vote: 6-0.

A motion was made to by Marshall Sayer to approve for recommendation both the Little League and the Barnes Academy Spring Facility Use Agreement contract as written.  A second was provided by Mark White.  Vote: 6-0.
