Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order by Marshall Sayer, Chairman.  
Motion to approve minutes from last meeting by Mark White, 2nd by Bob Frye.  Motion carried 7-0
The board tabled the ice machine purchase for the football and New Park concession.

The R.A.B. recommended the Volunteer Background Check Policy be amended.  The phrase “other than vehicular homicide” should be added to page 3, section C, number 3.  A motion to amend this policy from Anthony Lee added and 2nd provided by Bob Frye.  Motion carried 7-0.
Tennis Court light fee for persons giving tennis lessons and charging a fee.  A motion was made by Steve Wehunt and 2nd by Anthony Lee to take no action be taken on this matter.  The motion passed 7-0.
The R.A.B. discussed the Barnes Academy usage agreement.  Chairman Sayer mentioned the County has some expense in field preparation for this facility usage.  Chairman Sayer requested Director Owens bring a copy of the Land Use Agreement for Little League to the next meeting.
Director Owens informed the R.A.B. about the football and cheerleading participation numbers and other program activities and details.  Director Owens informed the R.A.B. that Youth Football Opening Day and games will be on Saturdays except when two Hart County teams are playing each other.  Director Owens reported on the ballfield infield upgrades at the Clay Street Park.  Bob Frye inquired as to why we did not play on Saturdays this year.  Director Owens explained the situation regarding playing other County Agencies and what it would have required to participate.

Jeff Tallent inquired about Youth Basketball and its status.  Jon Caime spoke to the history of the program over the last two years.  He recommended the Director Owens and the R.A.B. come before the B.O.C. and request funds for the Youth Basketball program.  

Chairman Sayer recognized Lonnie Robinson.  Mr. Robinson commented on Opening Day being on Saturday and that more parents and spectators will be able to attend.  He mentioned the scheduling needed to be improved for next year.  A comment was made to schedule sports photography on another day other that Opening Day.  
A motion to adjourn was made by Jett Tallent and a second by Bob Frye.  Motion carried 7-0.
