Jeanette called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m.  

Motion was made by Edsel, 2nd by Jim to approve the August 18, 2008 and September 2, 2008 minutes as mailed.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion was made by Lewis, 2nd by Edsel to approve the financial reports as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Ongoing Program Updates

· Wheels-to-Work – There are currently 11 participants in the program.
· Revolving Loan – A payment of $300 was received on 7/29/08.  
General Updates/New Business 
· The Georgia RC&D meeting will be held October 16-17, 2008 in Thompson, GA.  Jim and Edsel both requested information pertaining to the meeting.

· A draft of the Annual Plan of work was presented.  Motion was made by Jim, 2nd by Edsel to approve the plan as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
· The fall RC&D meeting was discussed.  Jim will ask Union County to sponsor the meeting.  A tentative date was set for Thursday, November 6 at the Blairsville Campus of North Georgia Technical College from 11:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m.  Anticipated attendance is between 50-75 people.

· Jeanette reported that the Southeastern Executive Board recently voted to provide $1,500 annually to the RC&D council which houses the Southeastern president.  This will help offset the clerical expenses.  These funds will follow the office of the president – in this case the Chestatee-Chattahoochee RC&D.
Special Project Administrator’s Report 

· The news media have been contacted to cover the award presentations which will immediately follow the Executive Board meeting.  Also expected are representatives from each of the recipient organizations:  Eagle’s Wing Farm, Open Arms Clinic, Liberty Hill Baptist Church, Dae’s Chapel, No One Alone Shelter and Hillside Orchard.  The elected officials from the counties where the recipients are located have also been invited.
· Rain Barrel Program – 

· Nianne reported that the presentation made at the Southeastern RC&D meeting in Wytheville, VA was well received.

· A Rain Barrel Workshop was held at the Currahee Campus of North Georgia Technical College on September 9.
· We are still trying to determine a use for the 5 gallon plastic barrels.

· Mud Creek 319(h) – 

· A meeting was held with NRCS partners.  The district conservationists said that they did not have anyone on a waiting list for EQIP that they could refer to us.  However, they had suggestions for promoting the program and said that, once landowners were selected, they would be happy to provide the necessary technical support.
· Nianne has three potential landowners within the watershed that have expressed an interest in participating in the grant.  Lewis mentioned that he may have an additional participant.

· Nianne has discussed with EPD the possibility of focusing more of the grant funds on septic tank issues.  EPD is open to this.

· US F&W – The new grant was signed and has been received.  We will be working closely with Limestone Valley RC&D in its implementation.

· Stekoa Creek – Nianne will be attending a stakeholder’s meeting on 9/23/08.

Coordinator’s Report 

· Luther reported that the coordinator vacancy has closed and the panel is pending.

· Luther stated that the progress reporting needs to be brought up to date.  This will be a priority while he is here today.
