Motion was made by Dennis, 2nd by Lewis to approve the March 23, 2009 minutes as mailed.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion was made by Lewis, 2nd by Dennis to approve the financial reports as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Ongoing Program Updates

· Wheels-to-Work – A written report prepared by Tina Johnson, WTW Program Manager, was reviewed.  A motion was made by Dennis, 2nd by Lewis to accept the report as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
· Revolving Loan – No changes since the March 23 meeting.
General Updates/New Business 
· A survey was included with the March 23 minutes to determine the best type of meeting for the Council members.  Only four surveys have been returned.  A motion was made by Dennis, 2nd by Lewis to have Susan re-send the survey with the April 20 minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.  Once the surveys have been returned, the date, time and location for the next Council meeting will be determined.  
· The Georgia RC&D Council recently voted to provide $2,500 annually to the Council which houses the president of the state association.

· The 2009 annual dues status was discussed.  All sponsoring organizations have paid except Franklin County and Hart County.  Jeanette and Chris attended the April 6 Franklin County Commission meeting to discuss the RC&D program and answer any questions they may have.  Susan was instructed to send another invoice to both Franklin County and Hart County.
· Both Habersham County and White County are participating in the Better Back Roads program.  Habersham County has returned their signed agreement.  White County’s signed agreement is still pending.
· Susan reported that invoices for the insurance policies for both D&O and the building/contents were received.  The policies are available for review and payment has been made.

· A draft of the Council’s Annual Plan of Work (POW) is due in the state office July 1.  The current POW was mailed to the Executive Board on April 13 for review.  Other than a grammatical correction provided by Lewis, the Board had no suggestions for changes at this time.

· Dennis reported on several meetings he has attended recently involving a company called Improved Carbon Technologies, Inc.  The company focuses on technology that addresses solar power, water purification, improved fuel efficiency and reduced pollutants, thus lowering our carbon footprint. The assorted products are in various stages of testing and certification at this point.  The company is presently located in our Council area but, with the limited funding and resources currently available in Georgia, may find it necessary to relocate to another state.  A motion was made by Lewis, 2nd by Edsel to have the Council provide support in any way possible to assist with locating/securing funding sources, as well as pursing any other resources and partnerships that will advance the project and allow the company to remain in Georgia.  Motion carried unanimously.
