The Hart County Board of Commissioners met January 12, 2016 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Ricky Carter presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Frankie Teasley, Jimmy Carey and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 
Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 
Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 
Chairman Jimmy Carey called the meeting to order. 

· Election of BOC Chairman 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to nominate Commissioner Dorsey to serve as chairman. Motion died from lack of a second.   Commissioner Dorsey thanked Commissioner Oglesby but commented that he was not interested in the Chairmanship.

Commissioner Teasley moved to nominate Commissioner Carter to serve as chairman. Commissioner Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-2 (Commissioners Oglesby and Dorsey opposed).   Commissioner Dorsey commented that Commissioner Carter needs more time on the BOC before he takes the chairmanship.

· Election of BOC Vice Chairman 
Chairman Carter moved to nominate Commissioner Teasley to serve as vice chairman. Commissioner Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-2 (Commissioner Oglesby and Dorsey opposed).  Commissioner Oglesby stated that this vote shows a lack of cooperation among the BOC members.

· Election of IBA Board Alternate (BOC Member other than Chairman) 
Commissioner Carey moved to appoint Commissioner Dorsey to serve on the IBA Board. Chairman Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-1 (Commissioner Dorsey abstained).

Chairman Carter welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 
Commissioner Dorsey moved to remove item 12k and approve the meeting agenda. Commissioner Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 
County Attorney Walter Gordon reported the land acquisition and restrictions have been removed for the expansion of Goldmine Fire Department. He thanked everyone for their support during his absence. 

9. County Administrator’s Report 
County Administrator reported the upcoming board appointments to the Water & Sewer Authority and was given the go ahead to start the advertisement process; commended the Road Department personnel for their ongoing pipe replacement schedule noting that with the record December 2015 rains we had no road washouts which is the first time in recent history this has happened; and gave a report of the number of veterans in Hart and Elbert counties that have received assistance through the Veteran’s Administration office. 

10. Chairman’s Report 
Chairman Carter reported that he attended the Town of Bowersville’ s first meeting of the year with a complete new council and mayor. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports 
Commissioner Oglesby announced he is seeking re-election to District #1. 

Commissioner Teasley commented on seeking the Corp of Engineers reconsideration concerning the watering restrictions surrounding Lake Hartwell; and need for addressing the handicap ramp at the Library.  

Commissioner Carey announced Linde + Wiemann will create 200 new jobs in Gateway 2 Industrial Park. 

Commissioner Dorsey commented on the lack of communication between board members and asked the BOC members work to improve communications; recommended the BOC review the budget reports; form a committee to address issues; and fire fighters pension fund. 

12. Old Business

The BOC interviewed Bill Capie and David Thompson and thanked them for their interest. Vote was taken after Executive Session. 

	b) Open Records/Open Meetings Annual Training 
Commissioner Dorsey moved all new board/authority members that receive county funds or in-kind services to attend open records/open meetings training. Commissioner Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	c) Speed Ordinance Public Hearing – No Change (DOT Requirement) 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to open the public hearing. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

No public comment was received. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to close the public hearing. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the third and final reading contingent upon removing signs that were installed inappropriately throughout the County. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	e) Approval of Unruh Comprehensive Housing Development 
Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve Mr. Unruh’s comprehensive housing development request for 6 units on Woodland Drive. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	f) Addition of Liberty Hill Church Road (Liberty Hill Road to Nancy Hart) to the “No Truck Through Road” Ordinance Sec 66 Art VIII (1st)  
Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the 1st reading to add Liberty Hill Church Road to Sec 66 Art VIII. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	g) Addition of Craft Road to the “No Truck Through Road” Ordinance Sec 66 Art VIII (2nd) 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the 2nd reading to add Craft Road to Sec 66 Art VIII. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	h) Approval of Bush Hog Job Descriptions 
Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve the job descriptions. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	i) Zion CME Church Road Intersection 
Commissioner Dorsey moved to meet with DOT, Representative Alan Powell and Senator Bill Jackson to seek funding to improve the intersection. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

	j) Orphan County TV (STELAR Act) 
Commissioner Dorsey moved to petition the FCC for an open market to provide Atlanta channels to the area. Commissioner Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

13. New Business

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the resolution to set the 2016 qualifying fees. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
