The Hart County Board of Commissioners met April 28, 2015 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Jimmy Carey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Frankie Teasley, Ricky Carter and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer
Rev. Brad Goss opened with prayer. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 
Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 
Chairman Carey called the meeting to order.

Chairman Carey welcomed those in attendance.

Commissioner Dorsey moved to remove items 13 g, h and add item 13m Poultry House Moratorium Variance Request (Brown). Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to amend and approve the minutes of the April 14, 2015 meeting. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0 (Chairman Carey abstained due to his absence).

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 
County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that the JDA recently met in Stephens County, no major decisions were made; the Water & Sewer Authority opened bids for the tank connector and installation of pumps; and tax collections are improving.

County Administrator Jon Caime did not have anything to report.

Chairman Carey announced the FY16 budget process has started. 

11. Commissioners Reports 
Commissioner Carter inquired about the courthouse annex roof. County Administrator Caime responded the project has not been completed. 

Commissioner Carter stated that it is time to move forward with updating the county ordinances. 

Commissioner Dorsey reported that upon the passage of HB170 the net impact will result in six cents per gallon increase on fuel effective July 1, 2015.
