The Hart County Board of Commissioners met August 8, 2017 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Frankie Teasley, Marshall Sayer and Ricky Carter in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to amend and approve the agenda to include personnel and potential litigation for Executive Session. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of July 13, 2017 SPLOST V meeting. Commissioner Sayer provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of July 20, 2017 called meeting. Commissioner Sayer provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0 (Commissioners Teasley and Carter abstained due to their absence). 

Commissioner Sayer moved to approve the minutes of July 20, 2017 budget meeting. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-0 (Commissioners Teasley and Carter abstained due to their absence). 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

None 

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

Tax Assessors’ Quarterly Report (Wayne Patrick) 

Chief Appraiser Wayne Patrick reported as a result of the assessment notices sent out the office received 371 appeals, 135 are scheduled to proceed to the Board of Equalization, 69 were completely resolved, and BOA staff is beginning the work on the 2018 digest.

Chairman Dorsey inquired about mobile home decals and the status of citations for not displaying decals. Chief Appraiser Patrick responded his office is not responsible for collecting mobile home taxes, they do not have anyone that can issue a citation and the return back for the cost associated with sending out letters that the return back from it might not be worth it. However, if they owe taxes they need to pay them. 

9. County Administrator’s Report 

County Administrator Terrell Partain reported on the results of the DOT study; and he has been approached by a group of citizens that are willing to provide funding or equipment to complete the dog park at the Elberton Highway Rec area. 

Chairman Dorsey cautioned Administrator Partain to allow anyone to do any kind of work from a liability standpoint. 

Commissioner Sayer moved to allow County Administrator Partain to discuss financial opportunities with the group. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

County Administrator Partain reported the City of Hartwell is willing to allow the county use of equipment to conduct a traffic study for Gum Branch boat ramp for the possibility of charging a usage fee during fishing season.

10. Chairman’s Report 

July Financial Report 

Chairman Dorsey presented the financial report through July; several individuals contacted him in regards to Milltown campground; he commended the Junior Little League team for winning district, state and having the opportunity to play in SE Regional playoff in Ft. Myers Florida. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports 

Commissioner Sayer congratulated the Junior Little League team for winning state and representing Hart County, expressed his appreciation to the Little League Board, parents, coaches and everyone involved; he also commended volunteer fire fighters for their efforts. 

Commissioner Carter commended the Junior Little League team; expressed planning for jail overcrowding; announced the Wet n Wild Chamber event August 12 @ Long Point; and the upcoming August 21, 2017 solar eclipse. 

12. Old Business  

a) FY18 Final Budget Presentation 

County Administrator Partain presented a comparison of FY17 to FY18 budget; the biggest expenses are associated with public safety. 

Chairman Dorsey and Commissioner Carter commended CA Partain for his efforts developing the FY18 budget. 

b) FY18 Final Draft Budget Adoption

Commissioner Sayer moved to adopt the FY18 budget as presented. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Recreation Advisory Board Appointment (term to expire 12/31/2017) 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to appoint Cecil Maret to fill the unexpired term of William Granger. Commissioner Sayer provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Permission to Advertise for Upcoming Board Positions DFACS, AVITA

Commissioner Carter moved to proceed with advertising for candidates to fill upcoming board positions to include BOA and Recreation Advisory. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

e) SPLOST V Intergovernmental Agreements Update (County Attorney) 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported the municipalities and the Town of Bowersville are willing to enter into the same agreement as adopted in 2012, the primary difference will be the project list; the timeline for submitting the language to be included on the ballot is due by August 25. 

The BOC agreed to call for a meeting August 15, 2017 at 5:30 p.m. to finalize the SPLOST V ballot language. 

f) Elections Agreement with Town of Bowersville (County Attorney) 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the Elections Agreement with the Town of Bowersville and authorize Chairman Dorsey to execute the document on behalf of the BOC. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

13. New Business 

a) Tax Year 17 Tentative Millage Rate Adoption 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to tentatively adopt the FY17 millage rate @ 6.019 mills. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Ordinance Revision Exhibit A – Sec. 66-203 – Prohibition on Through Trucks  

Commissioner Sayer moved to include St. James Road on the list of no through truck traffic as the first reading. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Discussion on Ordinances for Possible Revisions: Chapter 66 Roads and Bridges – Article III – Road Names and House Numbers, Chapter 18 – Building and Structures – Article IV – Poultry House Construction 

County Administrator Partain explained as per county ordinance Article III road names and house numbers the county has the authority to name roads and assign address numbers. However, the ordinance does not address placing signs on someone’s private property. 

Chairman Dorsey stated that the signs placed on private property should be at the expense of the owner.

County resident Pamela Gilbert commented she didn’t think there is a problem with the property involved, thanked the BOC for not taking action and expressed that she does not want a county sign on her private property. 

No action was taken on Chapter 66 Article III. 

d) Moratorium on Permitting of Poultry Houses serviced by an Ingress/Egress Easement 

Commissioner Sayer moved to authorize County Attorney Gordon to review the ordinance for Poultry House Construction serviced by an Ingree/Egress easement and adopt a 60 day moratorium for poultry house construction on an easement. Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

e) Resolution Authorizing County Administrator to Execute EPD Hazardous Waste Fund Reimbursement Contract 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to authorize County Administrator Partain to execute the EPD Hazardous Waste Fund Reimbursement Contract on behalf of the county. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

f) Ratification of Authorization of County Administrator to sign Termination of EPA Grant 04-01-07067  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to authorize County Administrator Partain to sign the termination of EPA Grant 04-01-07067. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
