MINUTES OF MEETING

October 15, 2013

The quarterly meeting of the Hart County Hospital Authority was held on Tuesday October 15, 2013 at 5:00 pm at the Adult Learning Center on Benson Street in Hartwell, Georgia.

Chairman Hilton called the meeting to order at 5:05 pm and declared a quorum present.  In addition to Chairman Hilton, others present were Robert Clark, Larry Fouch, Alice Glenn, Gordon Irwin, John Herron, M.S. Smith, James Spencer and David Thompson.
Attorney Robert E. Ridgway, Jr. was also in attendance.

The minutes of the July 16, 2013 were unanimously approved on a motion by Mr. Clark and seconded by Mr. Fouch.

A financial summary was presented by Ms. Smith and a copy is attached.

Mr. Hilton explained the process for filling expiring terms of authority members and electing officers.  This will be done at our meeting in January 2014.

Mr. Hilton updated the authority on a recent meeting with County Administrator Jon Caime regarding funding requests.  An intergovernmental agreement between the county and the authority has been prepared and executed for funding of the following two projects:

A new ambulance for the EMS


$125,000


Walking Trail





$107,000

The county has already received $140,000 for these two projects and the balance of $92,250 will be paid July 2014.

A lengthy discussion regarding the payment history from Reddy Urgent Care to the authority resulted in a motion for Chairman Hilton and Attorney Ridgway to meet with Dr. Reddy to determine his intentions and let him know ours if no payment is received by November 10th.  This motion was made by Mr. Spencer and seconded by Mr. Thompson and passed unanimously.

There was also discussion for the continuation of dialog between the authority and Ty Cobb Healthcare Systems, Inc. regarding the lease administration,

A dedication of the newly renovated YMCA will be held November 12 at 5:30 pm.
Chairman Hilton will ask the new YMCA director to bring a report to the authority soon.  

The meeting adjourned at 6:00 pm.
