Board of Directors Joint Meeting with The City of Hartwell 
March 26, 2013
The Hart County Water & Sewer Authority met with Hartwell City Council on March 26, 2013 at Hartwell City Hall. Present at the meeting from HCWSA was Chairman Hugh Holland, Vice Chairman Michael Partlow, Member Wade Carlton, Member Larry Haley, Member Michael MacNabb, Director Pat Goran, Secretary/Treasurer Kathy Breffle, and Legal Counsel Kim Higginbotham.  Present from the City of Hartwell was Mayor Jennifer Scott, Council members Tony Haynie, Billy Ethridge, Arthur Craft, Mike MacNabb, David Little, and Trey Hicks, and Hartwell City Manager David Aldrich.  Lake Morris from The Hartwell Sun was also present. 
Hartwell Mayor Jennifer Scott welcomed all present and opened the floor for discussion.  Mr. Holland thanked all in attendance for taking the time to attend the meeting.
Mr. Holland presented information regarding purchases from the City of Hartwell.  Mr. Haynie commented that the percentage purchased was greater than previous months.  Mr. Carlton commented about the thousands of dollars already spent by HCWSA to significantly increase the amount of water purchased from Hartwell.  Mr. Haynie commented there was still a lot more gallons to purchase before he would be satisfied.  
Mr. Holland presented information regarding the pressure test done at Whitworth Women’s Facility.  After some discussion, Mr. Aldrich presented the City’s findings which differed with HCWSA’s.  Mr. Holland informed the City Council of the multiple complaints received when feeding the Hickory Crossing area with only Hartwell’s pressure.  Mr. Haynie and Mr. Aldrich spoke about fixing customers’ pressure and flow issues within HCWSA’s system.  The Board and Council agreed that if the City of Hartwell fills the new Airline Tank in HCWSA’s system then the issue with Hartwell’s lower pressure problems would be avoided.
Mr. Holland commented that he did not want to spend any more of Hart County taxpayers’ money to change HCWSA’s system without a long term purchase agreement with Hartwell.  Mr. Haynie stated he did not see a problem with a long term agreement to sell water to HCWSA.  Mr. Carlton commented that HCWSA would like to be able to purchase as much water as possible from its lowest cost provider. 
Mr. Haynie agreed to have the City’s engineer explore options for Hartwell’s water getting to the proposed Airline tank in HCWSA’s system.

Mr. Aldrich commented that the City’s engineer indicated sewage from Gateway Park could be pumped to Hartwell’s wastewater treatment plant without it becoming septic through a series of forced mains.  Hartwell’s treatment plant does have excess capacity of over 600,000 GPD without any expansion to the plant. This would give HCWSA another option for treatment of sewage from Gateway Industrial Park.
No motions were made and no votes were taken.
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
