The bi-monthly meeting of the Hart County Industrial Building Authority was held on Monday, January 28, 2008 at the Hart County Chamber of Commerce, 31 E. Howell Street, Hartwell, Georgia.

Authority members present were Chairman Doug Cleveland; Authority Attorneys Bob Ridgway and Ed Ridgway; R.C. Oglesby, Chairman of the Hart County Board of Commissioners; Tina Howard, Chairman Hart County Chamber of Commerce; and George Rooks. Also attending were Dan Reyen, Hart County Board of Commissioner; Economic Developers Dwayne Dye and Bob Evans and Recording Secretary Michele Dipert. Reporter, Antonia Robinson was in attendance.

The minutes of the meetings of November 26, 2007 were presented and approved as printed. The motion to approve the minutes was made by George Rooks, seconded by Tina Howard and passed.

 The financial statement was discussed and items of expense detailed.  A motion to approve the financial statement was made by Tina Howard, seconded by George Rooks and passed unanimously.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS: 

· R.C. Oglesby made a motion to elect George Rooks as Member-at-large for the Hart County Industrial Building Authority for a five-year term; Tina Howard seconded the motion and passed unanimously.

· George Rooks made a motion to elect Doug Cleveland as member at large of the Hart County Industrial Building Authority for a five-year term; and included in this motion, to elect Doug Cleveland to serve as Chairman for 2008. Tina Howard seconded the motion and passed unanimously.

· George Rooks made a motion to elect Mayor Matt Beasley as Vice Chairman, Tina Howard, seconded the motion and passed unanimously.

· Doug Cleveland made a motion to elect George Rooks as Secretary; Tina Howard seconded the motion and passed unanimously.

· Doug Cleveland made a motion to elect Tina Howard as Assistant Secretary; George Rooks seconded the motion and passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS: 

· The Fenner-Dunlop plant is currently under construction at the Gateway Industrial Park with a projected July-August startup date.

· The Vickery and White properties near the Gateway Industrial Park consists of 116 acres. A OneGeorgia grant for $150,000 helped with the cost of these properties.

· Other industrial properties not owned by the IBA, but have the consent of the owners are currently being marketed.

· The ethanol renewable energy project is dead, as it needs to be near a landfill. Banks County is actively pursuing at this project.

· A partnership between the IBA and Athens Technical College has developed at the Hart County Academy.  A classroom is being refurbished at the school for the training of Fenner-Dunlop employees and will support a 200,000-pound German made loom for conveyor belt training. Rent will be collected from Athens Technical College based on the total IBA investment at the Hart County Academy. Bob Evans said that the Quick Start program would give us a presence with Athens Technical College in Hart County.

· Atlanta Project Managers will visit Hart County on February 19th and potential sites will be reviewed. 


OTHER BUSINESS:

Attorney Bob Ridgway reported on the following:

· Milbro, Inc. took title of their property before year-end. 

· Country Boy Meat Stix is getting ready to close financing on their building by next month. 

· A motion was made by George Rooks to authorize Chairman Doug Cleveland to enter into a lease agreement with Athens Technical College. This motion was seconded by Tina Howard and all approved.
